SUBJECT:  Welcome Letter

1.  Welcome to the Signal Officer Advanced Course (Reserve Component) at the United States Army Signal Center and Fort Gordon.  Here, you will undertake an extremely important step in your career progression.  You will gain new skills and knowledge and you will share your current skills and knowledge.  This course is continually refined to ensure the subject matter is relevant to all units and to expand personal and professional attributes for successful company grade Signal officers.

2.  Billeting arrangements are made with Griffith Hall, Building 250.  We recommend that you call ahead and make reservations, DSN 780-2277 or commercial 706-791-2277.  You should arrive at Fort Gordon on your report date and sign in at the Battalion Staff Duty (Bldg. 29809).
3.  While in the course, you will be TDY to Fort Gordon and under the control of C Company, 442nd Signal Battalion.  You will report in at 0630 hours, on day 1 to Building 29809 (Greely Hall), Room 216, located on Chamberlain Ave next to Signal Towers to begin inprocessing.  The uniform for inprocessing is the Army PT uniform (hand carry duty uniform (BDUs) to change into after the weigh-in).  The items for inprocessing include orders and certificate of completion of Phase I for SOAC.  You will be required to pass the Army Physical Fitness Test upon arrival and meet height and weight standards IAW AR 600-9.

4.  It is also required that each student bring the following items for the course: serviceable BDUs, Army PT uniform, and a certificate of completion for Phase I.  You will not need your Class A uniform.
