HUNTING, FISHING, TRAPPING, AND HORSEBACK RIDING REGULATION

Summary.   This change incorporates new state regulations concerning deer hunting as well as the closing of training area 12 and penalties for certain violations.  

Suggested improvements.  The proponent of this regulation is the Directorate of Public

Works (DPW).  Users are invited to send comments and suggested improvements on Department of the Army (DA) Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publications and Blank Forms) to Commander, USASC&FG, ATTN:  ATZH‑DI, Fort Gordon, Georgia 30905 and/or submit DA Form 1045 (Army Ideas for Excellence Program (AIEP) Proposal) to the installation AIEP coordinator.

USASC&FG Regulation 420-5, 25 July 2000, is changed as follows:

Page 4.  Paragraph 5a is superseded as follows:  

      a.  Hunting is prohibited in the Fort Gordon cantonment area with the exception of Training Areas 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, 11, 13, and 16, which are restricted to archery hunting only.  Crossbows are not allowed in these areas except for individuals with medically determinable physical impairments (handicapped) which precludes the use of a traditional hand-held bow. The cantonment area is defined as that portion of the installation lying generally north of North Range Road, from its junction with Avenue of the States (near Gate 5), to its junction with the furthest intersection of Range Road (near ammunition storage area).

Page 5.  Paragraph 5i is superseded as follows:

i.  Target practicing in training areas is prohibited.  See USASC&FG Regulation 210‑21, 
Range Regulation, for further information.  DCA, Outdoor Recreation range may be utilized on designated days for this purpose.  For further information on this range, contact DCA at 791-5078/4406.

Page 8.  Paragraph 8e is superseded as follows:

      e.  Deer hunting in Training Areas 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, 11, 13, and 16 is restricted to archery 

only (no crossbows allowed except for handicapped individuals).  Crossbows and archery equipment may be used for hunting in Training Areas 14, 15, and 17.  Shotguns, muzzle loading rifles, crossbows, and archery equipment may be used for hunting in Training Areas 18 through 49 and the Small Arms Impact Area.

Page 10.  Paragraph 12c is superseded as follows:

     b.  All personnel hunting, those accompanying hunters, or individuals entering training areas during deer season (whether hunting, hiking, scouting, horseback riding, etc.) must wear outer garments totaling at least 500 square inches of daylight fluorescent orange at all times while within a hunting area.  This clothing must be worn above the waistline (and may include a head covering) while in the hunting areas.  Personnel hunting ducks during big game season must wear garments in transit to and from duck blinds.  (Garment may be removed while in duck blind.)  Caution should be exercised by duck hunters and by bowhunters during the "Archery Only" season.  Reflective garments are not required in "Archery Only" hunting areas (Training Areas 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, 11, 13, and 16).
