INSTALLATION MOTOR VEHICLE TRAFFIC CODE


Summary.   This regulation establishes an installation traffic code governing the registration requirements and operation of motor vehicles on Fort Gordon and on the Fort Gordon Recreation Area. 
Applicability.  

     a.  Under the provisions of 40 United States Code (USC) 318c, this regulation applies to all operators or passengers in/on any type of mechanical conveyance on Fort Gordon, to include privately owned vehicles, military vehicles, motorcycles/mopeds, bicycles, and off-road vehicles (i.e., all terrain vehicles).

     b.  Any person, military or civilian, desiring entry to the Fort Gordon Military Installation or desiring to operate a vehicle, will comply with all Georgia state laws as enacted by the Assimilated Crimes Act, 18 USC 13, and all parts of this regulation as authorized by 40 USC 3l8c and 32 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 2l0.

Supplementation.  Supplementation of this regulation is prohibited, unless specifically approved by Commander, United States Army Signal Center and Fort Gordon (USASC&FG), ATTN:  ATZH-PS.

Suggested improvements.  The proponent of this regulation is the Directorate of Public Safety (DPS).  Users are invited to send comments and suggested improvements on Department of the Army (DA) Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publications and Blank Forms) to Commander, USASC&FG, ATTN:  ATZH-PS, Fort Gordon, Georgia  30905-5000 and/or submit DA Form 1045 (Army Ideas for Excellence Program (AIEP) Proposal) to the installation AIEP coordinator.

Section I.  Introduction

1.  General.

     a.  The Installation Commander is responsible for:

        (1)  Establishing an effective motor vehicle traffic supervision program.

        (2)  Cooperation with civil police agencies and other local government agencies or civil traffic organizations.

        (3)  Ensuring that traffic supervision is properly integrated in the overall installation traffic safety program.

        (4)  Actively participating in the installation and neighboring communities' driving under the influence (DUI) prevention programs.

    b.  This regulation is punitive in nature.  Violation of these policies may subject offenders to punitive action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice (UCMJ), 40 USC 318c, and adverse administrative action under the appropriate regulation.

2.  Purpose.  To establish an installation traffic code governing the registration requirements and operation of motor vehicles on Fort Gordon and on the Fort Gordon Recreation Area (FGRA).  This includes, but is not limited to, the following: 

    a.  Privately owned vehicle (POV) registration.

    b.  Driving privileges.

    c.  Traffic violations.

    d.  Motor vehicle traffic accident reports.

3.  References.  Required and related publications are listed in appendix A.

4.  Explanation of abbreviations and terms.
    a.  CSRA.  Central Savannah River Area (CSRA)(encompasses Georgia counties of Burke, Columbia, Emanuel, Glascock, Jefferson, Jenkins, Lincoln, McDuffie, Richmond, Screvens, Taliaferro, Warren, and Wilkes; and South Carolina counties of Aiken, Allendale, Barnwell, Edgefield, Greenwood, Hampton, McCormick, and Saluda).

    b.  Privately Owned Vehicle (POV).  For the purpose of this regulation, a POV is defined as any non-government, self-propelled vehicle on the roads, streets, trails, or parking lots of this installation.  Furthermore, a POV is powered by an electric motor or internal combustion engine, to include motor bikes, mopeds (under 50cc engines), and similar vehicles which are not considered motor vehicles according to Georgia law (e.g., all-terrain vehicles, golf carts, etc.).

    c.  Visitor.  A visitor is defined as any individual not covered in paragraph 7 of this regulation.

5.  Responsibilities.

    a.  The Fort Gordon Director of Public Safety (DPS) will:

        (1)  Establish, maintain, and control installation vehicle registration as directed by the installation commander.

        (2)  Exercise overall staff responsibility for directing, regulating and controlling traffic, and enforcing traffic laws.

         (3)  Perform traffic engineering functions on the installation in coordination with Director of Public Works (DPW), by conducting traffic control studies to obtain statistics on traffic problems and usage patterns.

    b.  Installation Safety Officer.  The installation safety officer will participate in and develop traffic accident prevention initiatives in support of the installation traffic safety program.

    c.  Director of Public Works or his designated representative will:

        (1)  Perform that phase of engineering concerned with the planning, designing, construction, and maintenance of streets, highways, and abutting lands.

        (2)  Select, determine appropriate design, procure, construct, install, and maintain permanent traffic and parking control devices in coordination with the DPS and Installation Safety Officer.

        (3)  Ensure that traffic signs, signals, and pavement markings conform to the standards in the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways.

        (4)  Ensure that the planning, design, construction, and maintenance of streets and highways conform to the National Highway Safety Program Standards as implemented.

    d.  Traffic Engineer.  The traffic engineer, DPW, in close coordination with the DPS, will:

        (1)  Conduct formal traffic engineering studies.

        (2)  Apply traffic engineering measures (to include traffic control devices) to reduce the number and severity of traffic accidents.

    e.  Army Alcohol and Drug Control Officer (ADCO).  The ADCO will provide treatment and education services to personnel affiliated with the installation who have been identified as having  alcohol or drug abuse problems.

    f.  Commanders will:

        (1)  Ensure that members of their command comply with suspension or revocation orders issued by the installation commander or his/her designated representative.

        (2)  Ensure that a copy of this regulation is readily available in each unit orderly room and that all newly assigned personnel, including personnel on temporary duty (TDY), are aware of the contents.

6.  Objectives.

    a.  The installation POV registration and access control systems are designed to assist the Commander in implementing effective crime prevention and traffic safety programs.

    b.  Compliance with the motor vehicle traffic code assures safe and efficient movement of personnel and vehicles operating on the Fort Gordon reservation and the FGRA.

    c.  The systems facilitate compliance with highway safety program standards.  They also facilitate the imposition and enforcement of administrative sanctions such as suspension and revocation of installation driving privileges of persons who fail to comply with installation traffic codes.

Section II.  Privately Owned Vehicles

7.  Registration requirements.

    a.  All POVs (to include privately leased vehicles) operated on the Fort Gordon military reservation must be registered within 7 working days of arrival to Fort Gordon by the following categories of personnel or businesses:

        (1)  All active duty personnel assigned or attached to units on Fort Gordon.

        (2)  All civilians employed on Fort Gordon.

        (3)  Commercial firms, contractors, vendors, and concessionaires duly authorized to conduct business and/or perform services, who operate vehicles on Fort Gordon military reservation more frequently than once per month.

        (4)  Personnel in student status who will be assigned/attached more than 6 months.

        (5)  Personnel in student status assigned/attached less than 6 months will obtain a temporary registration permit.

        (6)  Permanent party personnel with temporary tags or United States Army Europe (USAREUR) tags will obtain a temporary registration permit valid for 45 days.  This will allow sufficient time to obtain a valid state registration certificate and license plate.  Once obtained, permanent party personnel must apply for a regular registration decal.

    b.  The following persons may register their POVs on Fort Gordon:

        (1)  Legal dependents/family members of active duty military personnel who are not assigned or attached to Fort Gordon but reside in the CSRA and utilize the installation facilities.

        (2)  Retired military personnel and their family members who live in the CSRA and utilize Fort Gordon more than three times a month.

        (3)  Active duty military personnel assigned or attached to a recruiting station and/or Reserve Officers' Training Corps Detachments in the CSRA and their family members who utilize Fort Gordon more than three times a month.

    c.  Personnel on TDY less than 6 months at Fort Gordon whose POV has a valid registration from another military installation will not be required to register their POV on Fort Gordon.  Personnel TDY at Fort Gordon with a POV not registered at their permanent duty station must obtain a temporary registration decal.

8.  Documentation requirements.

    a.  Certificate of Registration (in applicant's name) required by the state in which the vehicle is registered.  If applicant is other than the owner, a notarized letter or power of attorney from the owner authorizing applicant to register the vehicle is required.

    b.  Valid driver's license required or recognized by the State of Georgia.

NOTE:  You do not need to obtain a Georgia driver's license if your current state driver's license is valid.  Active duty military personnel who have a valid license issued in a foreign country by the Armed Forces of the United States will receive a temporary registration valid for 45 days.  This time frame will allow the soldier to obtain a valid state driver's license.  Permanent party must then apply for permanent registration, and non-permanent party personnel must re-apply for temporary registration.

    c.  Identification documents required for registration will be as follows:

        (1)  Active duty military:  Department of Defense (DD) Form 2A, United States Armed Forces Identification Card.

        (2)  Retired military:  DD Form 2 (Retired), United States Uniformed Services Identification Card.

        (3)  Military dependent:  DD Form 1173 (Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card).

        (4)  Civilian employee:  DA Form 1602 (Department of the Army Civilian Identification).

        (5)  Army and Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES) employee:  AAFES Form 1100-16 (Identification and Privilege Card Application).

        (6)  Contractors or concessionaires may present a copy of their most recent pay voucher to verify employment on post.

NOTE:  In all cases where there is a question of eligibility, a verification of current status will be made.

    d.  Commercial taxi registration on this installation will only be granted for taxis licensed by the Directorate of Community Activities (DCA) Contracting Officer and the Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) in accordance with USASC&FG Regulation 55-7 and current contract established by Nonappropriated Fund (NAF) Contracting Officer.  POVs identified and utilized as taxis on this installation must be licensed by the Fort Gordon Transportation Officer before being allowed to register.

    e.  A current vehicle license plate(s) must be attached to the vehicle, in the manufacturer's intended location, prior to receiving a 4-year registration.

    f.  Proof of liability insurance must be presented in the form of an insurance policy or indicated on an insurance card.  Applicants must maintain liability insurance as required by the State of Georgia and this installation.

    g.  Bill of sale, shipping document, or old registration will be required for proof of ownership for a moped.

    h.  Individuals registering a motorcycle must:

        (1)  Present a Motorcycle Defensive Driving Course completion certificate recognized by the National Safety Council.  If the applicant is not in possession of one, the Signal Branch Safety Office coordinates with the Georgia State Patrol for this course quarterly.  Temporary registration will be issued with an expiration of 1 day after scheduled attendance at the course.

       (2)  Operators must possess a motorcycle license endorsement (if required by the state where the license is issued).

9.  Re-registration and termination of registration. 

    a.  Vehicle registration must be updated every 4 years during the owner's birth month.

    b.  Registration will terminate when any of the following conditions exist:

        (1)  Upon permanent change of station, expiration term of service, termination of employment, or retirement of civilian employees.

        (2)  Expiration or termination of liability insurance.

        (3)  Expiration of state vehicle registration.

        (4)  Expiration of driver's license.

        (5)  Expiration of contract, license, agreement, solicitation permit, or authorization to conduct business or perform services on Fort Gordon.

        (6)  Upon sale or transfer of ownership of vehicle.

    c.  When clearing Fort Gordon, all personnel are required to clear through the Vehicle Registration Office.  The registration decal will remain affixed to the vehicle, and the Fort Gordon designator tab and the expiration tab will be removed.  A soldier's family members who remain in the CSRA will be allowed to retain Fort Gordon vehicle registration. 

        (1)  Temporary registration decals (officer/enlisted) will be issued to personnel assigned to Fort Gordon for a period of less than 6 months (i.e., Signal Officers Basic Course, Advanced Noncommissioned Officer Course) and will automatically expire when the individual's class or duty is scheduled to conclude.

        (2)  Military personnel retiring in the Fort Gordon area may re-register their vehicles in a retired status within 30 days after their retirement date.

10.  Decals.

    a.  Reflectorized decals will be used to provide visual means of identifying registered POV's.  Decal specifications are listed below:

        (1)  DD Form 2220 (Vehicle Decal, DOD Registered) with an additional 3/4-inch by 2-inch expiration tab, and a color coded Fort Gordon tab will be used.   (See fig 1.)

        (2)  Alphanumeric numbering system will be controlled through the DPS Vehicle Registration Office.

    b.  Color scheme.  DD Form 2220 is issued only in a blue format.  Fort Gordon designator tab color code is as follows:

        (1)  Blue with white lettering will be used for all officers, commissioned or warrant on active duty or retired, and their family members.

        (2)  Red with white lettering will be used for all enlisted personnel on active duty or retired, and their family members.

        (3)  Green with white lettering will be used for all civil service, NAF, post exchange, and contracted employees.

        (4)  Black with white lettering will be used for authorized contractors, contractor employees, and personnel authorized to solicit on Fort Gordon.

    c.  Display and placement of decals.

        (1)  One DD Form 2220 with expiration tab and Fort Gordon designator tab will be issued for each POV of permanent party personnel registered on the installation.

        (2)  One temporary decal will be issued to each POV for a person authorized post registration who is attached to Fort Gordon less than 6 months.

        (3)  All POVs, excluding motorcycles, will display the DD Form 2220 or temporary decal on the outside top center of the front windshield so as not to obscure the vision of the driver or interfere with the operation of windshield wipers.  (See fig 1.)

        (4)  For motorcycles, the decal will be placed on the left front fork of the motorcycle.

    d.  Handicapped parking.  The state in which the vehicle is licensed will issue handicapped license plates or authorization permits/decals.

11.  Registration penalties.  Failure to comply with the provisions of this regulation governing mandatory registration may result in the suspension of installation driving privileges for a period not to exceed 60 days.  Suspension actions will be processed in accordance with AR 190-5.

Section III.  Driving Privileges

12.  Requirements for driving privileges.

     a.  Driving a government vehicle or POV on the Fort Gordon installation or the FGRA is a privilege granted by the installation commander.  Persons accepting this privilege must comply with the following:

        (1)  Laws and regulations governing motor vehicle operations.

        (2)  Installation POV registration requirements.

        (3)  Possess and produce on demand to law enforcement personnel the following documents:

        (a)  Proof of vehicle ownership or state registration which must be kept in the vehicle.

        (b)  A valid state drivers license and/or Optional Form (OF) 346 (U.S. Government Motor Vehicle Operator's Identification Card), as applicable, supported by a DD Form 2A (U.S. Armed Forces Identification Card) or other identification for non-DOD) civilians.  Documents that establish the identity and status of civilians (i.e., DD Form 2 (Retired), (Uniformed Services Identification Card); DD Form 1173, (Uniformed Services Identification and Privilege Card); DA Form 1602, (Department of the Army Civilian Identification); AF Form 354, (Civilian Identification Card); Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Form 572, (Identification Card); DLA Form 1486, (Application for Identification Card); visitor pass; or national identity card).

       (c)  Proof of minimum liability insurance requirements for the State of Georgia.

       (d)  Authorization designated by the appropriate commander to operate a U.S. Government vehicle when applicable.

    b.  Failure to comply with these requirements may result in suspension of installation driving privileges or ejection from Fort Gordon.

13.  Suspension and revocation of driving privileges.

     a.  Under the provisions of AR 190-5, paragraph 2-6c(5), the Installation Commander authorizes the DPS to conduct post driving record reviews and immediately suspend driving privileges for the following offenses:

        (1)  Refusal to submit to or successfully complete lawfully requested chemical test(s) measuring blood/breath alcohol content on or off the installation.

        (2)  Driving or being in physical control of a motor vehicle, on or off the Fort Gordon installation, when the driver’s blood alcohol content is 0.08 grams percent or higher or while the driver is under the influence of drugs.

        (3)  In such cases where a driver's behavior presents a clear and present danger such as reckless driving, vehicular homicide, or when a driver is not mentally competent to operate a motor vehicle.

        (4)  For 6 months for a traffic offense for which six traffic points may be assessed.

        (5)  For 6 months for driving 10 miles per hour (MPH) or more over posted speed limit on Chamberlain, Barnes, or Brainard Avenues between 19th Street and Rice Road (troop areas), in the vicinity of Dwight David Eisenhower Army Medical Center (DDEAMC), or in any of the housing areas.

        (6)  Persons receiving three or more parking violations in a 12-month period may have their Fort Gordon driving privileges suspended for a period of 6 months.

     b.  Suspension/Revocation of driving privileges is limited to POV operation only.  The suspended/revoked individual's commander (supervisor) will determine whether the individual will be permitted to operate a military vehicle during the revocation/ suspension.  If an individual's commander/supervisor authorizes the suspended/revoked person to operate a military vehicle during the suspension/revocation period, the commander will ensure that the 

individual carries a written military authorization on their person while operating a military vehicle.  At no time is a commander authorized to allow anyone to operate a military vehicle without a valid state driver's license.    

    c.  Failure to voluntarily submit to tests of blood, breath, or urine for alcohol or other drug content will result in the revocation of the individual's installation driving privileges.  In addition, a report detailing the refusal to submit to the test will be forwarded to officials of the state in which the individual is currently licensed to drive.

    d.  Military personnel and civilian employees whose POV privileges are currently suspended/revoked and who incur a second DUI offense or are found to be in violation of their suspension or revocation, on or off the Fort Gordon installation, will receive an additional 5-year revocation.  

    e.  Subsequent to a revocation of post driving privileges based on a conviction for driving while intoxicated/drunk driving, individuals have 10 working days to submit a written request for a hearing to the Garrison Commander, ATTN:  Garrison Legal Office, to receive consideration for restricted installation driving privileges.  This request should meet the requirements of       AR 190-5, paragraph 2-6c(10).  Requests should present evidence proving severe family hardship, adverse military mission impact, or other mitigating matters.

    f.  Persons whose privileges have been suspended for other than alcohol-related offenses may request an administrative hearing with the Office of the Garrison Commander within 10 days of the notification of suspension to contest the offense or request restricted driving privileges.  The suspension will take effect 10 days after the initial notification unless an administrative hearing is requested.  This administrative hearing is distinct from any judicial hearing that may occur in Federal court (for civilians) or UCMJ action (for military).

    g.  Persons whose privileges have been suspended because of alcohol or drug related driving offenses must complete an approved alcohol/drug abuse program prior to reinstatement of installation driving privileges.

    h.  Successful completion of a remedial driver's training course of not less than 8 hours duration at individual’s own expense must be accomplished and proof of completion furnished to the DPS Vehicle Registration Office after suspension/revocation for any alcohol/drug related driving offense, but prior to reinstatement of driving privileges.

14.  Army Driver Improvement Program (ADIP) requirements.  

      a.  In accordance with DODI 6055.4, paragraph E3.3.1, all military personnel under 26 years of age who possess a driver’s license must attend the 4-hour Army Driver Improvement Program (ADIP).  This classroom instruction in traffic safety is designed to establish and reinforce a positive attitude toward driving, individual responsibility, and correct response to routine and emergency driving situations.  

      b.  All military members cited for a traffic violation on Fort Gordon will attend the ADIP class on driving safety as provided for in AR 190-5, paragraph 2-8.  The classes are conducted on Saturday mornings to avoid any conflict with assigned duties.  The Office of the Garrison Commander will have executive oversight of the ADIP.  If the traffic violation involves alcohol or illegal drugs, the military member will also be required to attend an approved alcohol/drug program at their own expense in accordance with (IAW) paragraph 13h above.  Failure to attend either the ADIP class or the approved alcohol/drug program or both, if required, will result in suspension of installation driving privileges until successful completion and possible action under UCMJ.  Requests for deferral from the ADIP or alcohol/drug program classes for deployed or TDY military members should be forwarded through command channels to the Garrison Commander.

      c.  As a condition for retaining installation driving privileges, all civilian personnel cited for a traffic violation on Fort Gordon will be given the opportunity to attend the ADIP class described in paragraph 14a above.  Attendance is voluntary, but failure to attend when scheduled will result in suspension of driving privileges beyond the suspension period until the course is completed.  Civilians whose driving privileges have been suspended because of alcohol or drug related driving offenses must also complete and approved alcohol/drug abuse program at their own expense IAW paragraph 13h above.  Installation driving privileges will not be reinstated until completion of the ADIP class or the approved alcohol/drug course or both, if required.  Requests for deferral from the ADIP or alcohol/drug abuse program classes should be submitted to the Garrison Commander through the civilian employee’s supervisor, if employed on Fort Gordon, or the sponsor’s commander, for family members.

Section IV.  Fort Gordon Traffic Violations (Supplementing the Georgia Traffic Code).
15.  The Director of Public Safety may:

    a.  Cause to be inspected any vehicle being operated on the reservation for mechanical serviceability and safety status.

    b.  Impound, exclude, or remove from the reservation any vehicle used as an instrument in a crime, suspected of being stolen, abandoned, or being operated by a person under the influence of intoxicants or drugs.

    c.  Exclude or remove from the reservation any vehicle not meeting vehicle inspection standards.  (Military Police personnel are authorized to instruct drivers of vehicles, unsafe for operation, to park such vehicles and conduct on-site repairs or have the vehicle towed from the installation.)  

    d.  Deny the right of entry to the reservation to any person who refuses to consent to an inspection of their vehicle or its contents when such an inspection has been authorized by the installation commander or other competent authority.

    e.  Establish and enforce speed limits, traffic control devices, traffic control points, and other regulatory guidance necessary to ensure the safe and orderly flow of motor vehicle traffic.

    f.  Immediately suspend the driving privileges of any person lawfully apprehended on the installation, pending the resolution of the following charges:

        (1)  Refusal to submit or successfully complete lawfully requested chemical test(s) for blood/breath alcohol content.

        (2)  Drunk Driving/Driving Under the Influence (to include being in physical control) of a motor vehicle when their blood/breath alcohol content is 0.08 grams percent or higher.

        (3)  For 6 months for a traffic offense for which six traffic points may be assessed.

        (4)  For 6 months for driving 10 MPH or more over posted speed limit in the following locations:

        (a)  Chamberlain, Barnes, or Brainard Avenues between 19th Street and Rice Road (troop areas).

        (b)  Vicinity of DDEAMC.

        (c)  Housing areas.

16.  Speed limits.

    a.  Ten (10) MPH when approaching or passing troop formations.

    b.  Ten (10) MPH in parking lots and troop areas.

    c.  Twenty-five (25) MPH unless otherwise posted.

17.  Other moving violations.

    a.  Headphones or earphones will not be worn when operating any motor-driven vehicle or bicycle.

    b.  All personnel, civilian and military, will stop their motor vehicles during reveille and retreat.  Military personnel will render proper honors to the colors.

    c.  Operators of commercial or tactical vehicles transporting personnel in the bed of a vehicle will ensure the tailgate is secured in the up position and all passengers are seated on the floor of the bed.

    d.  All vehicle operators and passengers, with the exception of those military vehicles not equipped with restraint systems, will adhere to the following:

        (1)  All occupants of vehicles (1964 or newer model vehicles) are required to utilize an authorized safety restraint system.

        (2)  Children 4 years of age or under will be in a Department of Transportation approved child passenger restraining system.

    e.  Motorcycle operators and their passengers will wear the following personal protective equipment:

          (1)  A Department of Transportation, Snell Memorial Foundation, or American National Standard Institute approved helmet which is properly fastened under the chin.

          (2)  Eye protection – goggles or face shield which is properly fastened to the helmet.  Eyeglasses or a windshield do not qualify as eye protection.

          (3)  Full fingered gloves and a long sleeved jacket, all made of leather, denim, or a similar durable material.

          (4)  High visibility reflective jacket or vest.

          (5)  Long pants.

          (6)  Sturdy, over-the-ankle footwear with a heel.

    f.  All motorcycles/mopeds will have two adjustable mirrors attached to the handlebars or fairing.

    g.  Proof of liability insurance must be kept in the vehicle at all times.

    h.  No unsealed container of an alcoholic beverage may be in any motor vehicle, moving or parked, on the installation.

    i.  The use of radar or laser detection devices to indicate the presence of speed recording instruments or to transmit simulated erroneous speeds is prohibited.

    j.  No loud sound (music or other noise) emitting from a vehicle, moving or parked, will be audible at a distance of 100 feet or more.  This provision does not apply to emergency vehicles.

    k.  Motor vehicles will not be operated on the roadways of Fort Gordon with tinting material affixed to the front windshield, driver's side window, or the front seat passenger's window which would in any way obstruct one's view into or out of the vehicle.  Tinting material will not be placed over the vehicle headlights, taillights, or license plate.

    l.  Motor vehicles will stop and yield the right of way to pedestrians entering marked crosswalk zones until the pedestrian has cleared the roadway.

18.  Temporary suspensions of driving privileges.  Installation driving privileges may be suspended for the following traffic violations for a period not to exceed 1 month:

    a.  Reckless driving.

    b.  Owner willfully permitting a physically impaired person to operate the owner's vehicle.

    c.  Fleeing the scene of an accident involving property damage only.

    d.  Speed contests.

    e.  Speeding over 20 MPH above the posted speed limit.

19.  Prohibited stopping or parking.  Parking is prohibited in the following areas in addition to those listed in the Georgia Traffic Code:

    a.  Parking or stopping motor vehicles in the following areas is prohibited:

        (1)  On seeded areas.

        (2)  On any sidewalk.

        (3)  Within 20 feet of buildings, except in areas officially designated as authorized parking areas by the Chief of Staff or his designated representative.

        (4)  Within 20 feet of a pedestrian crosswalk.

        (5)  Within 20 feet of a trash dumpster.

        (6)  Within 20 feet of a fire hydrant.

        (7)  In reserved parking spaces for authorized personnel (as identified in paragraph 20, below).

        (8)  In any area not specifically designated for parking, including any roadway, roadway shoulder, or driveway not specifically marked for parking.

        (9)  When occupying more than one parking space.

       (10)  In designated handicapped parking spaces without permit/decal from the state where the vehicle is currently registered.

    b.  Children under the age of 12 and/or pets will not be left unsupervised by a responsible individual while in parked vehicles.

    c.  Vehicles left parked and unattended for more than 24 hours without movement are presumed abandoned and will be towed to and stored at owner’s expense at an off-post contract towing storage facility.  Daily storage fees will be assessed by the contractor.

    d.  Personnel found in violation of parking regulations on Fort Gordon may have wheel locks (devices prohibiting movement of a vehicle) applied to their vehicles for the purpose of immobilization/identification.

    e.  Persons receiving three or more parking violations in a 12-month period may have their Fort Gordon driving privileges suspended for a period of 6 months.

20.  Reserved parking.

    a.  All authorized reserved parking will be identified by position only.

    b.  Reserved parking for the command element is restricted to the following:

        (1)  Installation Commander.

        (2)  Deputy Commander. 

        (3)  Chief of Staff. 

        (4)  Garrison Commander and Deputy Garrison Commander.

        (5)  Installation Command Sergeant Major. 

        (6)  Brigade, battalion, and company commanders, command sergeants major, and first sergeants.

        (7)  Directors, personal staff officers, and sergeants major. 

        (8)  Personal and special staff/directors (DCA, IG, etc.). 

        (9)  Military vehicles, handicapped persons, and visitors.

    c.  All other parking spaces will be on a first-come, first-served basis with priority given to car pools.

    d.  Reserved parking for the DDEAMC complex and company size units/detachments or separate facilities of DDEAMC will be as authorized by the Commanding General, DDEAMC.

    e.  Other requested reserved parking areas for installation activities will be approved by the DPS Law Enforcement Division.

        (1)  When additional reserved or assigned parking requirements are requested, sufficient justification including a sketch detailing the proposed reserved parking space(s), will be submitted to the DPS Law Enforcement Division, ATTN:  ATZH-PSL (prior to forwarding a work request to the DPW).

        (2)  The custodians of parking lots in "common use" areas (i.e., shared parking lots, Post Exchange, concessions, the Commissary, medical facilities outside the EAMC complex, installation staff activities) are authorized to erect reserved parking signs for military vehicles, handicapped persons, and visitors upon approval of the DPS.  The parking lot adjacent to Signal Towers is authorized to have numbered reserved parking spaces.  These parking spaces will be designated and controlled by the Installation Secretary of the General Staff (SGS).

    f.  Commanders are responsible for the enforcement of the reserved parking spaces established within their areas.  The Military Police Desk Sergeant will assist commanders/sergeants major/first sergeants in identifying registered owners of unauthorized vehicles parked in reserved parking spaces; however, Military Police will not be used to enforce unauthorized parking.

21.  Vehicle impoundment.

    a.  Any person granted the privilege of operating a motor vehicle on this installation has given  consent to impoundment of his/her POV for any of the following violations:

        (1)  The vehicle interferes with the operation and flow of traffic or creates a safety hazard.

        (2)  The vehicle is left unattended in a restricted or controlled area.

        (3)  The vehicle is parked and unattended for 24 hours.

    b.  Impoundment of motor vehicles on the Fort Gordon installation or the FGRA and subsequent disposition of impounded motor vehicles will be accomplished IAW paragraph 19c above.

22.  Installation motor vehicle access.

    a.  Gates 1, 2, and 5 are Fort Gordon's only authorized points of entry or exit for motor vehicles.  Entry to or exit from other locations must be coordinated with the DPS, DPW, or Chief, Range Control Branch, Directorate of Plans, Training, Mobilization (DPTM), as appropriate.

    b.  Motor vehicles displaying a valid vehicle registration decal from another installation will be routinely admitted to the installation at all times.  During non-duty hours, operators of vehicles without valid decals will be stopped and asked to produce identification.  

    c.  Access to the installation will be denied to:

        (1) Individuals who have been barred from the installation.

        (2) Individuals who refuse to furnish information required for completion of a visitor pass.

23.  Breath tests.  Breath tests will be administered by law enforcement personnel trained and certified by the State of Georgia.  In addition to the analysis of blood extracted from a subject, the Intoximeter 5000 is currently the breath tester authorized for use in the State of Georgia.  If blood extraction is determined by law enforcement personnel to be the best method of testing for blood alcohol content, the blood sample will be drawn by qualified medical personnel.  Law enforcement personnel will be present when blood is drawn.  Medical personnel will draw blood whenever it is allowable by AR 190-5 and Rule 315(d) Military Rules of Evidence.  Once blood is drawn, it will be analyzed as soon as possible to expedite prosecution of the case.

24.  Traffic rules for pedestrians.

    a.
Because Fort Gordon experiences a large number of units and individuals using our roadways on a daily basis, formations, individual runners/walkers and motorists, the following rules are applicable to prevent accidents.


(1) Troop formations.


(a) No running/marching allowed on Avenue of the States, 19th Street from Chamberlain Avenue to Gordon Highway, and Chamberlain Avenue.

         (b) Formations must remain on the right side of the roadway, taking no more than one lane.  Troop formations will double time across roadways.  When traffic signals are in the area of the troop crossing, troops will wait until traffic is halted by the traffic signal.

(c) Road guards must have reflective vests as specified in TRADOC Regulation 385-2 regardless of weather conditions.  Flashlights are required during periods of limited visibility.


(d) Formations must have a “straggler NCO”, equipped with reflective vest and flashlight who will be responsible for safety of marching/running stragglers.

         (2) Motorists.


(a) Motorists must obey the 10 MPH speed limit when passing troop formations.


(b) Motorists are reminded that the primary routes used by units include Barnes Avenue, Brainard Avenue, 3d Avenue, Rice Road, 25th Street, and the Reserve Training Area.


(c) Runners crossing 25th Street at the Barton Field track locations have the right of way.


(d) Both lanes of traffic are to stop at crosswalks when one vehicle has stopped to prevent a pedestrian from being hit.

         (3) Individual runners/walkers.


(a) The wearing of any device that obstructs the runners/walkers hearing (walkman, radio, etc.) is prohibited on all roadways.  Headphones, radios, etc., may be worn on Barton Field or other designated off-road tracks.


(b) Run on left side of roadway facing traffic and use sidewalks where available.


(c) Reflective vests or reflective arm and leg bands required during hours of limited visibility.  Wearing of light colored clothing is highly recommended.

         (d) Will not run on Avenue of the States, 19th Street from Chamberlain Avenue to Gordon Highway, and Chamberlain Avenue.  Individual runners/walkers are permitted to use sidewalks along these streets.

    b.
In accordance with USASC&FG Regulation 600-2, shirts will be worn at all times except while jogging in a designated recreational/athletic area.  

    c.  Streets will not be used as playgrounds.  Playing football, baseball, catch, skateboarding, rollerskating, etc., is strictly prohibited in roadways.

    d.  Bicyclists will wear helmets at all times and clothing with reflectorized material during hours of reduced visibility.

    e.  All DOD and contractor personnel who are exposed to traffic hazards as a part of their assigned duties will wear fluorescent or reflective personal protective equipment.

Section V.  Adjudication of Traffic Offenses

25.  Armed forces traffic tickets.  Traffic offenses for military personnel recorded on DD Form 1408 (Armed Forces Traffic Ticket) are referred to the commander for action.

26.  United States District Court violation notice.  The United States Magistrate’s Court adjudicates traffic offenses recorded on DD Form 1805 (Violation Notice, United States District Court) for civilian personnel.  DD Forms 1805 are referred for prosecution by the Special Assistant U.S. Attorney (SAUSA).  

Section VI.  Motor Vehicle Traffic Accident Reports

27.  Military Police Traffic Accident Reports (DA Form 3946).

    a.  DA Form 3946 (Military Police Traffic Accident Reports) will be used to report motor vehicle traffic accidents when any of the following circumstances exists:

        (1)  Government owned vehicle is involved.

        (2)  Personal injury or death.

        (3)  Property damage exceeding $1,000.00.

        (4)  Hit and run.

    b.  The DA Form 3946 will be transmitted by the Military Police Report (DA Form 3975).

28.  Information copies.

    a.  Information copies of motor vehicle accident reports will be furnished to the Signal Branch Safety Office.

    b.  Personnel involved in motor vehicle traffic accidents may receive copies of the report upon personal request of the DPS Military Police Administration Section.

PLACEMENT OF VEHICLE REGISTRATION DECAL

1.  Decals will be mounted on the front windshield, centered at the top of the windshield, on the outside, with the expiration tab mounted on the left-hand (driver's) side of the registration decal, with the installation designator tab centered below the registration decal.  (See diagram below.)

2.  Personnel will not mount decals on any metal, wood, plastic, or any other type of plate, or mount same with any screws or suction cups to the bumper or windshield.
