ENVIRONMENTAL AND NATURAL RESOURCES MANAGEMENT


Summary.  This regulation establishes policies and procedures and assigns responsibilities for the preservation, protection, restoration, quality, and enhancement of the environment in assuring military mission accomplishment at Fort Gordon.

Applicability.  This regulation applies to Headquarters, United States Army Signal Center and Fort Gordon (USASC&FG) activities.  It also applies to tenant activities, such as other Federal agencies, contractor activities, authorized users/visitors and lessees, and to Army National Guard and United States (U.S.) Army Reserve units that train on Fort Gordon.

Supplementation.  Supplementation of this regulation is prohibited unless specifically approved by Commander, USASC&FG, ATTN:  ATZH-DIE.

Suggested improvements.  The proponent of this regulation is the Directorate of Public Works (DPW).  Users may send comments and suggested improvements on Department of the Army (DA) Form 2028 (Recommended Changes to Publications and Blank Forms) through channels to Commander, USASC&FG, ATTN:  ATZH-DIE, Fort Gordon, Georgia  30905-5040 and/or submit DA Form 1045 (Army Ideas for Excellence Program (AIEP) Proposal) to installation AIEP coordinator.
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Chapter 1.  Introduction

1-1.  Purpose.  This regulation establishes policies and procedures and assigns responsibilities for the preservation, protection, restoration, and enhancement of the environment to assure military mission accomplishment at Fort Gordon.  This program requires the active involvement of all commands and activities in support of Fort Gordon Commanding General's statement on the environment, and--

    a.  Provides for the assessment of environmental, natural, and cultural compliance considerations of all activities, operations, and projects.

    b.  Establishes and maintain practices that promote and enhance environmental, natural, and cultural quality.

    c.  Enforces established environmental policies.

    d.  Improves the military training environment and quality of life for Fort Gordon and surrounding community through protection and enhancement of natural resources.

    e.  Assures the integration of environmental, natural, and cultural

compliance into the military mission accomplishment.

1-2.  References.  Required and related publications and referenced forms are listed in appendix A.

1-3.  Explanation of abbreviations and terms.  Abbreviations and special terms used in this regulation are explained in the glossary.

1-4.  Statutory authority.  Statutory authority for this regulation is derived from Titles 7, 10, 15, 16, 33, and 42 of the United States Code (USC), and Titles 10, 29, 33, 40, and 49 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).

1-5.  Policy.  In order to achieve the environmental goals established by DA, it is the policy of Fort Gordon and all subordinate activities to--

    a.  Comply with all applicable Army regulations (AR), Federal, State, and local environmental quality laws, regulations, and other national priorities regarding natural, cultural, and archaeological resources.

    b.  Plan, initiate, and carry out all actions and programs in a manner that will preserve, protect, restore, or mitigate the degradation of the human and natural environments resulting from operations, maintenance, repair, or construction of real property facilities owned, leased, or supported by Fort Gordon.

    c.  Develop programs and procedures for the management of water resources, air pollution abatement, hazardous materials, environmental noise abatement, solid waste, hazardous waste, oil and hazardous substance spill contingency planning, control, and emergency response, environmental restoration, asbestos management, radon reduction, natural resources, and cultural resources.

    d.  Ensure and enhance the quality of recoverable resources and approach the maximum attainable recycling of resources.

    e.  Ensure that cultural resource sites, structures, and objects under Fort Gordon jurisdiction are preserved, restored, and maintained for the benefit of future generations.

    f.  Ensure all contracts for maintenance, repair, and construction include applicable provision for pollution abatement, environmental assessment, and resource recovery in accordance with (IAW) applicable regulations.

    g.  Provide preventive pollution control by reducing or eliminating waste at the point of generation and by considering potential environmental pollution control problems when selecting materials to be used.

    h.  Cooperate fully with U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), State, regional, and local authorities requesting access to Fort Gordon for the purpose of inspecting any facility or activity or monitoring compliance with environmental programs under their jurisdiction IAW AR 200-1.

    i.  Manage lands to support the military mission through the management, enhancement, and maintenance of the land base and ecosystem.

    j.  Where no impact to protected species, ecosystems, unique geology or systems, or negative impact to future productivity is anticipated and documented, practice multiple land use and sustained yield concept for all harvestable resources.

    k.  Preserve or enhance native fauna and flora while supporting the military mission.

    l.  Protect endangered, threatened, and rare or unique ecosystems and critical habitat.

    m.  Manage agriculture leases with measures to protect and improve the land.

1-6.  Responsibilities.
    a.  Directorate of Community Activities (DCA):

        (1)  Outdoor Recreation Facilities/Activities.

        (a)  DCA shall partner with the Environmental and Natural Resources Management Office (ENRMO) and Directorate of Plans, Training, and Mobilization (DPTM) to provide healthful and educational sporting and recreational activities.

        (b)  DCA, ENRMO, and DPTM will cooperate in the production of a Fort Gordon recreation plan IAW AR 200-3.   


  (c)  All outdoor recreation facilities will be utilized, maintained, policed, and protected IAW the provisions contained in this regulation and other Fort Gordon and DA policies and regulations.  


  (d)  All activities and opportunities will comply with applicable regulatory requirements and policies.  All supporting environmental documentation will be completed.  Refer to chapter 12 of this regulation for instructions.  

        (e)  Each individual using recreation areas is responsible for placing refuse in proper containers and for complying with fire, safety, and game and fish regulations.  All pollution problems will be reported to the Recreation Services Officer, ENRMO, and DPTM.

        (2)  Recycling.  The DCA will have operational control of the Fort Gordon Recycling Center and manage the Fort Gordon Recycling Program.

    b.  The Dwight David Eisenhower Army Medical Center (DDEAMC) Preventive Medicine Service (PMS) will have responsibility for the following areas, as shown:.

        (1)  Water and Wastewater.

        (a)  Monitor health and welfare aspects of water and wastewater control criteria and standards established by Federal and State agencies, with assistance and support from the DPW, DCA, and the Signal Safety Division, Directorate of Public Safety (DPS).


  (b)  Establish and conduct water supply surveillance programs to ensure the maintenance of adequate potable water for Fort Gordon and its satellite activities and identify sources of water pollution.


  (c)  Accumulate, evaluate, and disseminate information on water pollution conditions that may adversely affect the health of humans and wildlife.


  (d)  Conduct field investigations and special studies to determine the effectiveness of wastewater treatment and recommend corrective measures when appropriate.

 
  (e)  Handle requests for environmental health and engineering services support from the Center for Health Promotion and Preventive Medicine (CHPPM). 


  (f)  Inspect activities in the cantonment areas and field exercises on the range areas to ensure compliance with these regulations, including disposal of wastewater, pollution prevention, and water conservation.


  (2)  Air.  


  (a)  Monitor health and welfare aspects of air pollution from fixed sources with support from the Signal Safety Division.


  (b)  Assist ENRMO and Range Control in the identification of sources of hazardous pollutants and enforcement of pertinent Federal and State regulations on such items as asbestos, radon, carbon monoxide, beryllium, etc.


  (3)  Monitor and survey all personnel working on Fort Gordon for exposure to hazardous and toxic occupational health hazards.


  (4)  Noise Control.


  (a)  Monitor health and welfare aspects of noise control at Fort Gordon and satellite activities to assure that the required degree of noise control is maintained.


  (b)  Coordinate with DPW and the Signal Safety Division to establish requirements for Military Construction, Army (MCA) and repair projects to reduce industrial noise to acceptable levels, i.e., meet the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) standards.


  (c)  Conduct inspection of activities on the range areas to assure compliance with hearing safety regulations, to include the use of ear plugs and ear muffs when specified.


  (d)  Accumulate, evaluate, and disseminate data on environmental noise conditions that may adversely affect the health of people and animals.

        (e)  Provide technical assistance for preparation of Environmental Assessments (EA) and Environmental Impact Statements (EIS) related to acoustical requirements.


  (f)  Assist in the development of environmental noise abatement programs for facilities and activities.


  (5)  Solid and Hazardous Waste.


  (a)  Establish a periodic health monitoring program for military and civilian personnel responsible for carrying out official duties at oil and hazardous substance spill sites.


  (b)  Provide for the disposal of non-Resource Conservation Recovery Act (RCRA) medical, dental, and veterinary supplies, and infectious waste IAW AR 40-5, Federal, State, and local laws and regulations.


  (c)  Provide the Commanding General (CG) with the solid and hazardous waste management implications of new and revised DDEAMC practices for review and concurrence.


  (d)  Prepare and maintain a management plan for the disposal of medical waste.


  (e)  Provide technical assistance in the identification of wastes and guidance on the health and environmental aspects of the management and disposal of hazardous and toxic materials. 
 


  (6)  Asbestos.


  (a)  Provide expertise, guidance, assistance, and recommendations to the Signal Safety Division and ENRMO, in the areas of asbestos surveys, sampling, exposure control, risk assessment, and compliance matters.


  (b)  Perform workplace sampling and analysis, as prescribed by OSHA and other applicable regulations, where asbestos is used or encountered in recurring industrial operations.  Support asbestos abatement projects by performing sampling and analysis where the abatement work is not part of a contract effort and, as required, as quality assurance/quality control.  


  (c)  Provide workplace guidance on personal protective equipment, including respirators, required for personnel involved in asbestos maintenance, repair, and abatement actions.


  (d)  Perform physical examinations before placement, annually during employment, and at the termination of employment for personnel working with asbestos.  Maintain health records of all personnel and former employees involved in working with asbestos, as required by AR 40-5 and AR 40-66.


  (e)  Furnish technical guidance to ENRMO for providing worker education/training for individuals identified to work with asbestos.

        (f)  Program and budget adequate resources to accomplish asbestos medical support responsibilities.


  (g)  Provide technical oversight for contract efforts involving asbestos operations and maintenance (O&M) and abatement.


  (7)  Pest Control will provide technical and professional support to ENRMO for Pest Control Planning and Management.  


  (8)  Administrative Monitoring and Medical Surveillance will forward all requests for Environmental Health and Engineering Services support from the CHPPM, through the Chief, PMS, to the Director of Health Services.  Primary responsibility for administrative monitoring and medical surveillance of pollution sources is assigned to the Director of Health Services with cooperation and support from the Signal Safety Division and ENRMO.


  (9)  Contracting Office will ensure all purchase requests and delivery orders for all goods and construction projects meet all current requirements for recyclable and/or recoverable materials and/or components IAW Federal/Defense/Army Acquisition regulations.

    c.  Directorate of Public Safety (DPS).


  (1)  The Signal Safety Division will:


  (a)  Monitor supply, storage, and disposal of radioactive materials. 


  (b)  Assist DPW, PMS, ENRMO and other activities in applying safety procedures and standards related to the use, handling, packaging, storage, transportation, treatment, and disposal of hazardous and toxic wastes and materials. 


  (c)  Assist ENRMO in determining the cause of spills and the magnitude of the resulting safety hazards created by such spills.  Additionally, the Safety Director will ensure required safety reports are forwarded to higher headquarters. 


  (d)  Establish a thorough OSHA training program for military and civilian personnel responsible for carrying out official duties at oil and hazardous substance spill sites.  


  (e)  Maintain Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs) for all hazardous materials on Fort Gordon.  Maintain hazardous materials inventory and provide copy to ENRMO by 1 March each year. 


  (f)  Assist in all safety matters related to asbestos management and--


  1  Receive and investigate asbestos-related complaints of unsafe working conditions.


  2  Provide oversight of education/training for individuals identified to work with asbestos.


  3  Provide expertise in complying with asbestos safety related Federal, State, and local requirements.


  (g)  Monitor the use of hazardous materials to achieve progress in meeting Federal and Army reduction and waste minimization goals and requirements.  Provide quarterly progress reports to ENRMO for consolidation and reporting to the CG.

        (2)  Fire Prevention/Protection Division will: 

        (a)  Perform periodic surveys, drills, or inspections to verify the effectiveness of the Spill Prevention, Control and Countermeasure Plan (SPCCP) and the Installation Spill Contingency Plan (ISCP).  

        (b)  Report all inspectors' findings that will or may negatively impact the environment, or be in/lead to noncompliance with Federal, State, or local laws, regulation or policy to ENRMO immediately.  

        (c)  Ensure that all ignitable materials are used, stored, and handled appropriately. 

        (d)  Function as principal first responder for unknown and hazardous material/waste spills.  Promptly control and contain spills to reduce environmental impact.

        (e)  As Incident Commander, coordinate needed support and site control IAW SPCCP and ISCP. 

        (f)  Coordinate needed support command and site control.

        (3)  Military Police Activity (MPA) will: 


  (a)  Assure site security and traffic control.  


  (b)  Document and report environmental, natural, cultural, and archaeological regulatory violations to ENRMO for investigation and action. 


  (c)  Provide Game Warden support for enforcement of Federal, State, and Fort Gordon fishing and hunting regulations.  

    d.  Directorate of Plans, Training, Mobilization (DPTM) will:


  (1)  Provide access to ranges to accomplish environmental missions.

        (2)  Adjust training schedules to accommodate training area repair and renovation.

        (3)  Partner with ENRMO in managing the Integrated Training Area Management (ITAM) Program and associated activities.

    e.  Directorate of Public Works (DPW).

        (1)  The Director, DPW shall designate the Chief, ENRMO as the Fort Gordon Environmental Quality Control Officer/Staff Environmental Coordinator who is responsible to the DPW, Garrison Commander (GC), Chief of Staff (CofS), and Deputy Commanding General (DCG), but primarily to the CG, Fort Gordon.

        (2)  ENRMO, in cooperation with Public Works Division (PWD), will manage the Fort Gordon Solid Waste Programs and comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws and regulations, both substantive and procedural, for generating, treating, storing, transporting, and disposing of solid waste, including the terms and conditions of State and Federal solid waste permits.

        (a)  Provide required reports to Federal, State, and local regulatory agencies.

        (b)  Direct and coordinate the Water Pollution Abatement Program,   

and--


  1  Provide guidance on policy and regulations on water resources management that reflects DA and Headquarters, United States (U.S.) Army Training and Doctrine Command (TRADOC) guidance and pertinent provisions relative to water pollution control.

        2  Manage the identification, budgeting, reporting, engineering, design, and construction of projects required to control and monitor discharges IAW applicable Federal, State, and local water quality standards, regulations and requirements.

        3  Monitor water conservation practices for the purpose of identifying new potential uses for wastewater and methods for reducing water consumption.

        4  Assist in establishing policies on the control and disposal of industrial wastes and sewage.

        5  Apply for, obtain, and/or coordinate any permits required by applicable Federal, State, and local laws and regulations.

        6  Monitor the status of all National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES), other State and local discharge permits, submit reports IAW permit conditions, compliance schedules, and Army regulations.

        7  Prepare or review master plans, land disturbing activities, construction plans and activities, and conservation activities to control surface water runoff, minimize erosion, and control siltation.  Assure compliance with the Georgia Silt and Erosion Control Act (GSECA), local ordinance, The Clean Water Act (CWA), and the Georgia Water Quality Control Act (GWQCA). 

        8  Operate, maintain, repair, and construct water and wastewater treatment facilities IAW the requirements of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the CWA, The Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA), Executive Order 11514, AR 200-1, AR 200-3, AR 420-10, and AR 420-46.

        9  Require operators of water and wastewater treatment facilities to obtain and maintain current State operator certification.  DPW will ensure that operator proficiency and certification requirements are met.

        10  Cooperate with and assist PMS in monitoring pollution sources and completing the Water Pollution Report, for any newly discovered water pollution problems.

        11  Ensure that non-point source (NPS) and point source (PS) pollution abatement and/or mitigation is considered in all construction operations, and land management plans and activities at Fort Gordon.  To accomplish this ENRMO will:

        a  Provide comment and review to NPS and PS pollution abatement plans, permits, and programs at the State and local level.

        b  Follow up on NPDES permitted compliance requirements for all NPS and PS pollution abatement laws and regulations from the Federal, State, and local level.

        c  Develop an inventory of the quality characteristics and quantity of significant NPS and PS pollution.       

        d  Conduct surface and ground water quality monitoring programs to assess the impact of NPS and PS pollution.

        e  Develop best management procedures for mitigation and abatement of sources of NPS and PS pollution.

        f  Assure NPS and PS pollution control measures are incorporated into new construction projects.  

        g  Issue and/or coordinate silt and erosion control permits for all land disturbing activities, IAW GSECA, local ordinances, and Fort Gordon policy. 

        h  Control sedimentation and siltation runoff from training impact under the Integrated Training Area Management (ITAM) Program in cooperation with DPTM.

        i  Enforce regulations and laws involving protection and enhancement of water quality and quantity.

        j  Direct and coordinate air pollution abatement from fixed and mobile sources.  This will include monitoring emission levels on government-owned 

wheeled vehicles, tactical and commercial types, to ensure that they meet Federal and State emission standards, or in the absence of applicable standards, to minimize smoke emissions.

        (3)  In addition, ENRMO/DPW.

        (a)  NEPA.  The ENRMO will review, comment on and/or concur with all NEPA actions and document and monitor NEPA abatement or mitigation requirements.  All EIS, EA, Records of Environmental Consideration (REC) and Categorical Exclusions (CX) will be reviewed and approved by ENRMO.  All EAs and EISs will be coordinated with ENRMO and funded by the proponent of the proposed action. Copies of all environmental documents will be maintained on file at ENRMO.  The ENRMO shall provide guidance, assistance, technical information, services, data, and samples of environmental documentation upon request. 

        (b)  Environmental Quality Control Committee (EQCC).  ENRMO will submit a quarterly EQCC report to TRADOC who will inform the DA, Department of Defense (DOD), and EQCC on environmental issues associated with all activities at Fort Gordon.  The report will provide a summary of the environmental documentation that has been prepared and EISs reported during the previous quarter(s) will be updated.  Revision or modifications to previously reported actions/activities will be discussed.

        (c)  Hazardous Waste.    

        1  Direct and coordinate the Hazardous Waste Management Program and maintain liaison between activities on Fort Gordon and Federal, State, and local authorities on meeting their standards for collection, storage, and disposal of hazardous and toxic wastes.  Enforce the range of related hazardous and toxic waste storage, handling, and disposal regulations.

        2  Ensure that personnel working with hazardous waste are properly trained in the protection from, exposure to, and storage and disposal of hazardous waste.

        (d)  Air Pollution Abatement Program.  ENRMO will direct and coordinate the Air Pollution Abatement Program, and--

        1  Provide guidance on policy and regulations on air resources management that reflect DA and TRADOC guidance and pertinent provisions of air pollution control laws.

        2  Manage the identification, budgeting, reporting, engineering design, and construction of projects required to control and monitor releases IAW applicable Federal, State, and regional air quality standards.

        3  Coordinate with Georgia State Department of Health, Air Quality Service to ensure activities obtain required permits for air emissions.

        (e)  Noise Pollution.  

        1  Provide guidance on policy and requirements on noise pollution levels to assure compliance with Federal, State, interstate, and local standards regarding environmental noise.

        2  Identify continuous or recurring sources of noise on the installation, activities which exceed standards, are an annoyance to others, or are injurious to health, and develop remedial projects or procedures to reduce such noise to acceptable levels.

        3  Monitor the conduct of training activities producing inherently high noise levels for the purpose of minimizing its effect on nearby military and civilian populations.

        4  Maintain liaison with appropriate Federal, State, and local noise pollution abatement authorities for the purpose of noise control measures, insofar as installation and military operational requirements permit.

        5  Maintain a log of citizen complaints of noise produced by Army activities.

        6  Coordinate with PMS and the Signal Safety Division in budgeting for resources necessary to conduct an effective noise control program.

        7  Report resource requirements for the conduct of the Noise Pollution Control Program in the Environmental Program Requirements Reports (1383).

        8  Maintain overall responsibility for administering the Fort Gordon Noise Abatement Program and Installation Compatible Use Zone (ICUZ).

        (f)  Cultural Resources. 

        1  As defined by Federal law and associated regulations, identify, evaluate, and protect all nonmilitary historic, and cultural properties on lands under Fort Gordon control or use.  As outlined by AR 424-40, these responsibilities include:

        a  Implementing the provisions of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966, as amended.

        b  Managing the historic preservation requirements in a timely and cost-effective manner through a Cultural Resource Management Plan (CRMP).

        c  Following professional standards for cultural resource management personnel and projects.

        2  To meet these responsibilities ENRMO will:

        a  Include historic structures and archaeological sites on the Installation Master Action Plan (IMAP) and program the use of historic buildings.

        b  Ensure adequate funds are programmed for maintenance and repair of historic structures.

        c  Coordinate with the State Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO)  when proposed actions have any effect on a National Register eligible or potentially eligible property.

        d  Identify structures or sites that may be eligible for inclusion on the National Register of Historic Places and program maintenance and repair.  Study, document, and prevent inadvertent destruction of such sites or properties.

        e  Nominate historic properties to the National Register of Historic Places.

        f  Use Environmental, Natural, and Cultural Resources Enforcement Officers to protect cultural resources.

        (g)  Natural Resources.                                

        1  Manage natural resources and associated outdoor recreation (specifically hunting and fishing) through an Integrated Natural Resources Management Plan (INRMP), which has Federal Law recognition through the Sikes Act (PL 99-561 and NEPA documentation).  Apply ecosystem management techniques to assure biodiversity in management, habitat enhancement and conservation.  

        2  Maintain a professional staff with expertise to conscientiously use, manage, and conserve the available natural resources.

        3  Implement and/or enforce provisions of the Endangered Species Act and the CWA dealing with wetlands, flood plains, soil erosion and NPS water pollution, NEPA, the Sikes Act, and other Federal and State environmental laws/regulations. 

        4  Coordinate implementation of the INRMP with other affected Fort Gordon organizations, particularly DPTM (ITAM implementation and range access), DCA (outdoor recreation), MPA (law enforcement), and the Office of the Staff Judge Advocate (OSJA) (legal advice).

        (h)  The Chief, ENRMO, will:

        1  Coordinate, inspect, or manage all aspects of installation actions relative to provisions of this regulation.

        2  Serve as the Fort Gordon point of contact (POC) for Federal, State, and local agencies with regard to environmental permits, natural resources management, cultural and archaeological resources, pest management and planning, environmental protection and preservation activities and other environmental, natural, cultural, archaeological, Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements, policies, and procedures.

        3  Ensure that Army environmental policies and programs are implemented and monitor Fort Gordon’s compliance with Federal, State, and local environmental laws and regulations. 

        4  Recommend to the CG changes in policies, to improve program management.

        5  Assure preparation and submission to appropriate authorities,  all required status and compliance reports relative to solid and hazardous waste management, NPDES permits, air quality, endangered and threatened species, and other programs IAW applicable Federal, State and local regulatory requirements.

        6  Initiate and enforce policies for land and ecosystem management programs to promote conservation, proactive stewardship, and enhancement of natural resources at Fort Gordon.

        7  Provide technical assistance and guidance to all solid and hazardous waste generating activities with regard to the Federal, State, and Army requirements for managing solid and hazardous waste, including requirements for permits, reporting, and record keeping to ensure compliance.

        8  Advise the CG, coordinating with waste generating activities, on the most cost effective and efficient means of waste storage, treatment, and disposal, to include the siting of new waste management facilities such as industrial wastewater treatment plants or construction of new waste treatment and storage facilities.

        9  Provide for analysis of waste to determine if it is hazardous as defined in Federal and State laws and regulations and consistent with requirements of 40 CFR 264.13, the Hazardous Waste Management Plan, and the RCRA Part B Permit.

        10  Ensure that hazardous wastes are properly identified, containerized, segregated, and weighed pursuant to Federal, State, and Army requirements prior to offering for transportation, including to the Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office (DRMO).

        11  Verify EPA Hazardous Waste Numbers prior to arranging for off-post transportation of hazardous wastes, including to the DRMO.

        12  Coordinate an installation-wide inventory of all hazardous waste generated, and identify the waste generating activities.  Inventory will be accomplished annually to accurately account for each previous year's waste generation.

        13  Establish, monitor, and execute programs in waste management, including waste minimization, resource recovery and recycling.  This will be done in compliance with Federal, State, and local solid and hazardous waste laws and regulations and the requirements of Army regulations.

        14  For the Asbestos Management Program, establish an Installation Asbestos Management Team (IAMT) and appoint an Asbestos Management Control Officer or Team Leader.  This team will, as a minimum, consist of representatives from DPW, ENRMO, Signal Safety Division, OSJA, and the Public 

Affairs Office (PAO).  The IAMT will prepare, coordinate, and execute an Installation Asbestos Management Plan, maintain records of asbestos survey results and plans, and update these records as changes occur.  Records will be maintained for 30 years after the last incident of employee exposure to asbestos.  Master planning documents and record drawings will be annotated to indicate real property that contains asbestos.

        15  Provide technical assistance, review, comment,  and, when appropriate, prepare documents pertaining to the NEPA of 1969.


  16  Immediately advise the CG on the receipt of enforcement notices such as, but not limited to notices of violation, consent orders, or compliance agreements.


  17  Establish the requirement for Unit/Activity Environmental Compliance Coordinator (ECC).  Train and monitor ECC.  Chair ECC Council (ECCC) meeting.  Report from the ECCC to the EQCC.


  18  Perform unannounced unit and activity compliance inspections.  Document findings for corrective action as necessary.  Accompany all regulatory compliance officers in their compliance activities.  Assure no unit, activity, user or contractor hinders regulatory officials in accomplishment of their duties.  Coordinate as appropriate when regulatory officials must be temporarily denied access because of security reasons.


  19  Provide for and/or coordinate Fort Gordon environmental awareness training for the entire Fort Gordon community.   


  20  Prepare and maintain records and reports, including, but not limited to, hazardous waste manifests on transporting hazardous wastes, A-106 report, environmental compliance assessment system (ECAS), Installation Status Report (ISR)II.


  21  Maintain in the ENRMO, formally trained, knowledgeable and authorized representatives of the CG for signing hazardous waste manifests.  


  22  Develop and implement the ISCP/SPCCP.         


  23  Request audits to monitor and assure environmental program performance and document shortfalls for correction.

        (4)  Logistics Division, DPW will monitor supply items to identify those new ones that may be categorized as hazardous and/or toxic and report them to ENRMO.  Also, coordinate with Signal Safety Division to monitor the supply and usage of radioactive materials other than medical supplies.

    f.  Defense Reutilization and Management Office (DRMO) will handle the sale of recyclables, except for those returned to DCA for control or disposition, as well as the disposal of hazardous materials and waste.  

    g.  Environmental Compliance Coordinator (ECC) will:                      


  (1)  Be appointed in writing, by the unit/activity director, as primary POC for environmental, natural, cultural, and archaeological resources compliance between ENRMO and the directorate, unit, activity.  


  (2)  Be responsible for assuring their director, unit/activity meet their level of compliance.  


  (3)  Receive 40 hours initial compliance awareness training provided by the ENRMO.         


  (4)  Be a member of and attend ECCC meetings. 


  (5)  Receive additional and up-to-date training and guidance on new and revised regulatory requirements, assist in inspections, review inspection 

findings, share lessons learned, be tasked for information input, and identify issues and provide possible solutions to the ECCC.  

    h.  Environmental Quality Control Committee (EQCC).        


  (1)  EQCC.  Committee will be established at Fort Gordon to advise the CG in the formulation of local policies for the preservation, protection, and enhancement of environmental, natural, cultural, and archaeological resources and other programs which may have environmental implications.  Members will perform duties in addition to assigned primary duties.

        (2)  Composition of Committee.  The EQCC will consist of: 


  (a)  Commanding General (Chairman).


  (b)  Garrison Commander (Vice Chairman).  


  (c)  Director of Public Works (Secretary).


  (d)  Chief, ENRMO.

        (e)  Representatives from--

             Directorate of Plans, Training, and Mobilization


       Directorate of Contracting


       Directorate of Resource Management


       Directorate of Community Activities


       Directorate of Information Management


       Directorate of Public Safety 


       Signal Safety Division

             Fire Prevention/Protection Division


       Office of the Staff Judge Advocate


       Office of the Inspector General 


       Defense Reutilization and Marketing Office


       Public Affairs Office


       Office of the Fort Gordon Command Sergeant Major


       Signal Museum

             Others as directed by chair

        (f)  Associate Members.   


  1  Associate members are appointed by the CG or requested when issues come before the committee relating to their areas of expertise or special interest.


  2  Other guests from within the installation or from off-post activities may be invited to participate in discussion and special interest items.

        (3)  Meetings will convene quarterly or as called by the Chairman.


  (4)  Responsibilities.


  (a)  Chairman will receive and consider recommendations from the 

committee, and establish as command policy, action to be taken.  The chairman may request issues be presented to the EQCC for action, and task members or individuals to accomplish or report on these issues.


  (b)  Vice Chairman will:

        1  Keep the CG informed of progress and effectiveness of the EQCC. 


  2  Preside over EQCC meetings. 


  (c)  Secretary will: 


  1  Oversee staff efforts pertaining to the management, enhancement, and protection of the environment, natural, cultural, archeological resources.  

        2  Monitor, compile and analyze data for quarterly review of installation environmental, natural, cultural, and archaeological programs.  


  3  Prepare minutes of committee meeting, make distribution after approval, and maintain file of past minutes. 


  (d)  The Staff Environmental Coordinator will assist the Secretary in the above duties and request recommendations for information and consideration. 


  (e)  The EQCC will advise the CG on environmental compliance status, priorities, policies, strategies, and programs to include:  


  1  Developing local policies and programs pertaining to natural, cultural, and archaeological resources conservation and environmental protection and enhancement.


  2  Stimulating the highest level of awareness on Fort Gordon that environmental considerations, compliance and conservation are vital Army mission components.       


  3  Implementing beautification, conservation, and environmental protection and enhancement policies at operating level IAW AR 200-3.


  4  Providing input to PAO to publicize Army actions to protect the environment and promote conservation and beautification.


  5  Planning, developing, and maintaining sound stewardship, and demonstrating conservation, utilization, and enhancement of the ecosystem that preserves the environment for the present and future. 


  6  Providing opportunity for all within the command to support public affairs programs associated with the objectives and aims of the environmental, natural, cultural, and archaeological resource conservation programs.


  7  Ensuring the development of a post-wide Utilities and Fuel Conservation Program to include action plans and priorities for implementation, continuation, inspection, and enforcement within all units and activities. 


  8  For the ICUZ Program, reviewing complaints, investigating and recommending mitigative actions, coordinating with the public, assessing installation activities for possible noise impacts, monitoring land developing plans, programs, and projects in the area adjacent to the installation, and reviewing development of on-post facilities.


  9  A Technical Committee of EQCC, chaired by the Deputy Garrison Commander (DGC) and consisting of a representative from the Signal Safety Division, Fire Prevention/Protection Division, DPTM Range Control, PMS, and DPW (ENRMO) will be established at Fort Gordon to handle overlapping responsibilities and to provide necessary coordination on environmental issues which will then be brought before the full committee.  The Technical Committee will review and recommend resources that could be made available if DA agencies are requested to assist in containment and/or cleanup of a non-DA-caused spill IAW AR 500-60.

    i.  Inspector General (IG) will include recycling in the evaluation of unit/activity environmental and energy conservation programs.

    j.  Office of Staff Judge Advocate (OSJA) will:


  (1)  Provide legal advice and assistance in interpreting statuatory, regulatory, policy and procedural requirements and in preparing and reviewing environmental documents pertaining to proposed programs and activities.


  (2)  Provide legal review of ENRMO actions and responsibilities under environmental laws and regulations.  OSJA will prosecute, or coordinate prosecution of, meritorious environmental cases initiated by ENRMO personnel.


  (3)  Provide legal advice necessary to ensure that information, records, and samples collected or otherwise obtained by ENRMO are legally adequate and properly safeguarded for future use.

        (4)  Review the Environmental Program Requirements Report (EPR) for legal sufficiency prior to submission to higher headquarters.

    k.  Public Affairs Office (PAO) will:


  (1)  Ensure that the public is informed of Fort Gordon's accomplishments in environmental, natural, and cultural resources protection, enhancement and natural resources stewardship management.


  (2)  Develop and support public information plans and strategies to stimulate proactive support of the environmental program throughout commands and the community down to the individual soldier, civilian employee, tenant and guest.

        (3)  Coordinate with ENRMO to release appropriate, accurate, credible information concerning environmental, natural, and cultural resource matters.


  (4)  Coordinate and conduct public involvement activities (e.g., public meetings and public hearings) that satisfy the requirements of environmental permits, programs, and NEPA activities.  Assist in the preparation of public involvement activities sponsored by other agencies.


  (5)  Evaluate probable public/media reactions, coordinate preparation of news releases and responses, and escort civilian news media representatives to environmentally sensitive sites as required.

    l.  Directorate of Contracting (DOC) will ensure all purchase requests or delivery orders for all goods and construction projects meet current materials requirements for recycled and/or recoverable components IAW Federal/Defense/Army Acquisition regulations.

    m.  Other staff directorates, activities, subordinate commands and tenants will comply with the following:


  (1)  All contacts with Federal, State, and local authorities concerning environmental issues at Fort Gordon will be made by ENRMO, OSJA, or PAO.  Verbal and written correspondence with outside agencies will go through one or all of these offices IAW established procedures with copies furnished to the other offices.


  (2)  It is the continuing responsibility of each directorate, unit, activity and individual at Fort Gordon to incorporate environmental impact assessment into the planning process of each installation activity at the 

earliest practical time and to maintain a system that will assure environmental issues are considered throughout the planning process and mitigate as required.


  (3)  NEPA.


  (a)  Establish internal procedures to incorporate environmental considerations into the planning process for all projects, activities or actions.


  (b)  Establish internal procedures to formally inform ENRMO of planned activities to assure free flow of information and continued coordination.


  (c)  Establish a POC to coordinate with ENRMO to ensure accountability and to avoid duplication of efforts.


  (d)  Provide preliminary evaluation for potential impacts of all activities, projects and actions or document the lack of a need to prepare an EA or EIS, i.e., prepare an REC.  The REC will be reviewed and attached to TRADOC Form 161-R (Categorical Exclusion) by ENRMO.


  (4)  Correct all violations, or negotiate a compliance agreement, with Federal, State, or local regulations within 3 months of written notice of non-compliance by a Federal, state or local agency.  Costs associated with violation, noncompliance, and return to compliance are to be paid by the violating directorate, unit, activity or individual.  


  (5)  Water Pollution.


  (a)  Attain the goals established under NEPA, NPDES, the CWA, and other Federal and State laws and regulations concerning water pollution.   


  (b)  Incorporate procedures appropriate to their activities into standing operating procedures (SOP), operations orders, and daily actions to assure compliance with Fort Gordon policies concerning water conservation and pollution abatement.


  (c)  Cooperate with ENRMO and PMS to attain national goals for pollution abatement and meet Federal and State water quality standards.


  (6)  Air Pollution.


  (a)  Attain the goals established by Federal, State, and local air quality regulations intended to protect and enhance the quality of the nation's air resources in order to promote the public health and welfare. 

        (b)  Unit commander with military vehicles will:


  1  Monitor the maintenance and operation of all vehicles within their command to ensure that they are operated in a manner to comply with Federal and State emission standards.  Maintain pollution abatement devices on vehicles and promote development of proper driving habits.


  2  Conduct mechanics and operator training programs in the prevention, control, and abatement of all pollution from mobile equipment.  Training of drivers of diesel powered equipment will emphasize proper gear and engine speeds to minimize engine lugging with resulting discharge of smoke particulates.


  (7)  Commanders and activity directors at all levels will promote waste reduction and recycling and ensure compliance with provisions of this regulation and USASC&FG Regulation 200-1 by all personnel under their control.


  (8)  All activities on Fort Gordon will ensure that containers of hazardous materials are properly packaged and labeled and that MSDS for hazardous materials are available and accessible to all personnel working with or near hazardous materials.


  (9)  Noise Pollution.


  (a)  Attain the goals of Federal, State, and local noise control regulations and the Noise Control Act.


  (b)  Incorporate procedures into SOPs, operations orders, and daily actions, to comply with DA Pam 40-501 to minimize noise emissions.


  (c)  Cooperate with PMS and the Signal Safety Division to establish adequate hearing protection procedures.


  (d)  Schedule and locate range activities that produce high noise levels in locations that will produce the least impact on residential areas on both the installation and adjacent populated areas, with particular emphasis on actions between 2200 and 0700.


  (e)  Control noise pollution to promote an environment free from noise that unacceptably jeopardizes health and welfare. 


  (10)  Troop commanders will assist ENRMO by providing information and/or the personnel and equipment necessary to control and/or clean up an oil or hazardous substance discharge when directed to do so by the GC.

        (11)  Commanders and activity directors will ensure that all personnel are aware that no alteration or disturbance of any type is to be made to any historic property without first contacting ENRMO.  An EA, with proper mitigation taken, is normally required before proceeding with any action within an historic area.  The production of an EA, however, does not preclude the necessity to follow the Section 106 review process as prescribed by the National Historic Preservation Act (NHPA) and as defined by 36 CFR 800 (Protection of Historic Properties).


  (12)  Integrate environmental impact assessment, protection, conservation, and preservation into the planning and execution of the Fort Gordon mission.


  (13)  Establish an organizational structure to plan, execute and inspect established environmental and conservation requirements within their area of responsibility. 

        (14)  Commanders and activity directors shall appoint, in writing, not less than one ECC to assure compliance with regulatory requirements and policies.  The number of ECC appointees is directly proportional to unit/activity mission and its possible impact on the environment and is a decision of the commander or activity director.  


  (15) Education, Training, and Awareness.
 
 
 
 
 



  (a)  Fort Gordon policy is that all employees and users of Fort Gordon will be environmentally aware and responsible.  All employees will attend, at a minimum, the Newcomers Environmental Awareness Briefing.  It is recommended employees also attend the general environmental awareness instruction offered quarterly by ENRMO.  


  (b)  ECCs from all organizations will attend appropriate environmental workshops as soon as practical in addition to their 40-hour initial training.

        (c)  Officials responsible for instructional classes and programs shall coordinate with ENRMO and demonstrate the initiative in scheduling and conducting environmental classes for personnel at all levels.  Reference material used in formulating teaching plans will be approved by or obtained from ENRMO.  Classes may address, but are not limited to, issues like vehicle maintenance, washing vehicles, land disturbing activities, disposal of solvents, oils, and hazardous materials, environmental documentation, etc.  Data concerning environmental curricula such as course title, hours, subject, and a copy of the lesson plan will be provided to ENRMO.

        (d)  Mandatory sportsman's safety training is available through the DCA Sportsman's Club.  All persons wishing to hunt or fish on Fort Gordon must first view the videotape entitled "Hunting and Fishing Safety on Fort Gordon." (Licenses, permits, and fees will be obtained IAW USASC&FG Reg 420-5.)


Chapter 2.  Research and Development Program 

2-1.  Scope.  The objectives and policies of Army environmental quality research and development in support of the Army Environmental Quality Program are outlined in AR 200-1, chapter 12.


Chapter 3.  Water Resources Management 

3-1.  Scope.
    a.  This chapter provides guidance for implementation of AR 200-1 and     AR 200-3 concerning the control and abatement of water pollution.

    b.  No toxic chemicals or material shall be placed or released into the water of the State of Georgia or the U.S. except IAW NPDES and Storm Water Discharge Permits. 

    c.  Consider NPS abatement in construction, installation operations, and land management plans and practices.  Obtain applicable permits through ENRMO for all land disturbing activities regardless of size or location.

    d.  Mitigate all sources of negative impact to the aquatic ecosystems, wetland, associated ecosystems, and communities. 

3-2.  Water resources management program requirements.
    a.  Compliance.  Fort Gordon will comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.

    b.  Water Supply Standards and Treatment Procedures.

        (1)  Potable water supply must meet the standards set by EPA, the U.S. Public Health Service, and AR 200-1, as required by the SDWA and its resultant regulations; for field environments and other military-unique operations, directives of The Surgeon General will apply.

        (2)  Water supply, collections, treatment, and distribution systems will be monitored, operated, maintained, repaired, and upgraded IAW AR 40-5, AR 420-46, AR 700-136, Technical Bulletin (TB) MED 576, TB MED 577, and Technical Manual (TM) 5-660.

    c.  Water Discharge Permits.


  (1)  NPDES Program.  The NPDES Program requires that all discharges of pollutants from point sources into the waters of the U.S. and the State of Georgia will be regulated by a discharge permit.  ENRMO will obtain all draft and final permits for all discharges at Fort Gordon and satellite facilities. These permits will be obtained from the EPA Region IV Office, or an authorized EPA representative.  

        (2)  Applications.  ENRMO will apply for all required State discharge permits for Fort Gordon.


  (3)  Permit Review.  Upon receipt of a draft NPDES permit, ENRMO will immediately request a 60-day extension to the review period to provide sufficient review time for appropriate DA agencies.  Copies of all NPDES and State discharge permits (draft and final) will be provided to TRADOC and CHPPM.                                                                     

        (4)  Monitoring Reports.  Copies of monitoring reports will be provided to EPA, TRADOC, and CHPPM with copy on file at ENRMO and PWD, DPW. 


  (5)  Non-compliance.  Instances of non-compliance with NPDES or State water-discharge permits or notices of violation will be reported IAW AR 200-1, paragraph 15-7.  Potential problems that may result in non-compliance with 

permits will be reported to ENRMO, who will report to TRADOC and to U.S. Army Environmental Center, ATTN:  CETHA-EC-S, Aberdeen Proving Ground, MD  21010-5401.  


  (6)  Compliance Schedules.  Terms of permits may require written reports to EPA.  Copies of these reports will be provided to ENRMO, TRADOC, and CHPPM.  


  (7)  Inspections.  Upon presentation of proper credentials representatives of EPA, State, or county water pollution control agencies will be allowed to enter Fort Gordon to examine or copy records, inspect facilities and monitoring equipment, or sample any effluent that the Army is required to sample.  Unannounced inspections by DDEAMC and DPW (ENRMO and PWD) will also be conducted.

    d.  Pretreatment.  IAW AR 200-1, all discharges into Army-owned wastewater facilities will comply with pretreatment regulations applicable to discharges into publicly owned treatment works (POTWs).   

    e.  Groundwater Protection.

        (1)  The SDWA requires the establishment of programs to protect ground water supplies from contamination.  Numerical criteria for chemical contaminants in groundwater supplies have been promulgated by the State of Georgia.  Fuels, solvents, or other substances which are spilled, discharged, dumped, or leaked at unauthorized locations have the potential to contaminate ground water supplies and cause beneficial uses to be affected.

        (2)  Unit commanders will develop SOPs to minimize accidental spills and leaks, and unauthorized discarding of substances which may contaminate groundwater supplies.

    f.  Effluent Limitations.


  (1)  Wastewater Treatment Facilities.  Effluent from wastewater treatment plants will be based on the best practical waste treatment technology.  Discharge limitations and requirements are specified in NPDES and State discharge permits.  Operation of wastewater treatment facilities at Fort Gordon and satellite locations will be IAW permit conditions.


  (2)  Minor Industrial and Municipal Operations.  Wastewater discharges from minor industrial and municipal type operations require NPDES and State discharge permits.  These include washracks, engine steam cleaning facilities, water treatment facility backwash, steaming pool filter backwash, land disturbing activities, regardless of size, and similar operations.  If effluents from these sources are not discharged into the sanitary sewer, they will require either appropriate treatment methods to achieve discharge permit limitations or total retention to attain a zero discharge to U.S. or State

waters.  Sources discharging into sanitary sewer do not require separate NPDES permits.


  (3)  Washracks.  The following sections apply to the operation and discharge of wastewater from washracks.


  (a)  Signs.  Signs will be posted by DPW at each washrack stating whether soaps, solvents, or chemicals may be used for cleaning.  Care will be taken by using unit to prevent damage to these signs.  Signs will not be removed except by DPW.  All washracks must discharge to the sanitary sewer.  The use of cleaning solvents or chemicals other than those specified by DPW is prohibited.


  (b)  Steam Cleaning Equipment.  Critical guidelines must be followed during the use, discharge, and operation of steam cleaning equipment on washracks, i.e., signs are posted at each washrack stating whether soaps may be used for cleaning; steam cleaning equipment having/using additives of any type in the water must be authorized in writing then only at washracks discharging to the sanitary sewer; units using steam cleaning equipment additives/soaps must submit MSDSs to ENRMO for approval prior to purchase.  The pH of the additive/soap must range between four to nine.  Units desiring to use steam cleaning equipment with an additive/soap at washracks not connected to the sanitary sewer must demonstrate that they can contain and collect all the cleaning effluent in a labeled container.  The container then may be emptied/discharged on a washrack connected to the sanitary sewer.  


  (c)  Sand and Oil/Water Separators (O/WS).  Washracks will be equipped with an approved sand and oil interceptor.  Using units will clean sand interceptors only as required to prevent the clogging of oil separators.  Sand and silt will not be piled or stored alongside the washrack, unless covered for dewatering and analysis to establish the level of contamination and proper disposal requirement.  The O/WS are regularly serviced by DPW and are pumped 

out as required.  If additional pumpage of O/WS is required due to unforeseen circumstances, the using unit will contact ENRMO.  Baffles and metal grates in O/WS will not be removed, disturbed, or driven over.  If pipelines to or from interceptors become blocked, the using unit will halt all operations and contact DPW to obtain service.  Only washracks that are connected to the sanitary sewer will be used.  Oil interceptors are intended to collect only that oil which is washed from vehicles with water--nothing more or less. 


  (d)  Deliberate Discharge of Petroleum Products.  Pouring oil, fuel, solvents, or paint into washrack drains is prohibited and will be classified as an oil spill.  Equipment being steam cleaned will first have concentrations of grease and flowing oil (e.g., oil in drip pans) removed.  NPDES permits covering washrack discharges require no foam or floating material, and not more that 10 parts per million of grease or oil.  Therefore, if oil can be seen as a sheen on the surface of the discharge, unauthorized pollution has occurred.  The discharge of petroleum products, other than authorized solvents, into the sanitary sewer is prohibited; these items can interfere with the capability of the wastewater treatment facility to adequately treat sewage, or pass directly through the facility untreated, thereby violating the NPDES effluent permit limits and creating adverse impacts on the receiving stream.


  (e)  Termination of Water Service.  Water services to any washrack facility being used in violation of regulation may be terminated after telephonic notification to the appropriate unit and/or major commander.  Service may be restored only upon correction of violation.


  (f) Unauthorized Vehicle Washing.  No vehicles or equipment will be washed in any creek, pond, or other natural body of water or drainage system. Privately owned vehicles (POVs) shall be washed only at established washing facilities.  POVs shall not be washed in billeting or on-post housing areas.


  (4)  Motor Repair Shops.  Motor vehicle and equipment maintenance is permitted only in authorized facilities.  Motor maintenance areas require SOPs and close supervision, since the operation is a continuous source of minor pollution to storm drainage systems and soil, with the constant threat of a large oil or fuel spill.  SOPs stating procedures to prevent or clean up and report petroleum, oils, and lubricants (POL) pollution will be conspicuously posted in motor maintenance areas.


  (a)  Petroleum, Oil and Lubricants (POL) Product Wastes.  All used oil, grease, filters, POL waste products, etc., must be collected and stored for turn-in, through ENRMO to DRMO for disposal.  


  (b)  Oil Spills.  Of primary importance is personnel safety.  The next concern during an oil spill is the prevention of the petroleum product from reaching a storm or sanitary sewer drain, a drainage ditch, or any other system of conveyance from the spill area.  Spills must be quickly, but safely, contained and cleaned up by use of sand, soil, absorbent mats, brooms, or granules, berms, or any other specifically designed and approved method of spill remediation.  Petroleum products spilled or poured onto asphalt and not cleaned up quickly lead to deterioration and failure of the asphalt pavement and may be violations of the CWA and RCRA.  No oils, fuels, solvents, paints, acids, or similar materials will be poured onto the ground in any area or used to control vegetation or dust.  See chapter 8, this regulation, for further information on reporting and cleanup of oil spills.  All spills, regardless of size, must be reported to ENRMO immediately. 

        (c)  Oil-Contaminated Soil Disposal.  All soil contaminated with POL will be removed and replaced by the using unit.  Contact ENRMO concerning a source of soil.  Gravel will not be used.  Spreading gravel over areas of 

contaminated soil provides only a cosmetic effect since the oil floats out with the first rain.  Such action could be viewed as a knowing and willful violation. Excavated contaminated soil will be stored on heavy plastic sheeting on concrete, asphalt or a clean soil surface and completely covered with heavy plastic sheeting to prevent any soaking by and resulting runoff of rain water. Contaminated soil will be sampled by composite method (one sample consisting of several small portions from various points in the pile) and chemically analyzed for Benzene, Toluene, Ethylbenzene, and Xylene (BTEX), and Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons (TPH).  The test results are to be submitted to ENRMO for determination of the disposal procedure required for the soil.  ENRMO will be contacted to assure site is clean.  All costs associated with cleanup and disposal are a unit/activity expense. 


  (d)  Floor Drains.  Washing POL products or soaps and detergents into motor repair shop floor drains is prohibited unless written approval is obtained through ENRMO. 


  (e)  Waste Tanks.  Ensure that ENRMO knows the location of all petroleum product waste.  No tank will be buried or unearthed without prior approval by ENRMO.  No underground storage tank (UST) will be used to store hazardous waste.


  (5)  Water Pollution Related to Training.

        (a)  Erosion.  All wheeled and tracked vehicles will use only established roads, trails, and firing points unless on specific cross-country maneuver exercises on the range and with written permission from ENRMO.  Use of ditches and road shoulders for travel is prohibited in order to prevent high maintenance costs, erosion, and aesthetic damage.  Arbitrary off-road shortcuts through forested areas or across lawns, grasslands, hayfields, wildlife plots and/or planted areas is prohibited.  Sharp turns or other operations by tracked vehicles that cause ruts or damage to curbs, surfaced areas, shoulders, and lawns are prohibited.  These guidelines also apply to all private and recreational vehicles.  Foxholes and other emplacements will be minimized consistent with training objectives.  Emplacements will be filled and stabilized upon completion of training.  Measures will be taken to minimize siltation of streams caused by vehicles at fords and their approaches.


  (b)  Field Latrines.  Fixed latrines will be used in remote, clearly delineated areas where sufficient repetitive use warrants permanent construction of support structures.  In the absence of permanent (fixed) latrines, portable chemical toilets should be substituted.  For areas with light usage, such as lakes and picnic areas, the current deep pit latrines will continue to be used in the absence of portable chemical toilets.  Notify DPW when an apparent sanitation problem exists which exceeds the normal housekeeping capability of the responsible unit or activity.  Use of lime in latrines is prohibited since it delays natural decomposition of the waste.  Field expedient (pit) latrines are prohibited whenever a military unit is in the field. 


  (c)  Soaking Pits.  Showers or field laundry units will not be installed on the ranges or training areas without approval of ENRMO and PMS.  Soakage pits for wash water, liquid kitchen wastes, and grease traps will be 

allowed, but must conform to field sanitation and medical standards and GWQCA. Discharge from field showers, latrines, and kitchens into stream beds and drainage ditches is prohibited.

    g.  Activities in Waters of the U.S.  The construction of any structure in or over any waters of the U.S., the excavating from or depositing of dredged or fill material in such waters, the accomplishment of any other work affecting the course, condition, location, capacity of such waters, any mechanical disturbance of the soil, or the discharge of dredged or fill material in such waters, requires a permit from the Corps of Engineers (COE). Permit application will be coordinated with ENRMO.

    h.  Storage of Hazardous Materials.  Materials that are hazardous to health, constitute a potential source of water pollution or soil contamination, or that may negatively impact the environment or natural resource, such as oils, fuels, solvents, paint, etc., will be stored in a manner to minimize the possibility of soil and water pollution.  Measures include physical security, location, and secondary catchment by use of liners, pans, or catchment areas.  No open containers will be left unattended in motor pools.  All storage areas will be protected from rainfall.  Refer to chapters 5 and 6, this regulation, for additional requirements.

    i.  Water Conservation.  All activities and individuals will assist in implementing the Fort Gordon policy for conservation of water resources.  The following guidelines apply:

        (1)  Operate off-road vehicles in a manner to reduce erosion by protecting ground cover.  This will reduce surface runoff and retain more water in the soil to recharge ground water supplies.  Additionally, this will protect streams, lakes, ponds, and wetlands from being filled by silt.


  (2)  Watering of lawns and grass areas should be confined to one day per week during those weeks with no precipitation.  Sprinkling of paved areas and runoff into streets and storm sewers is prohibited.  Deep-soak watering at infrequent intervals is preferable to light sprinkling.  Rate of application must be controlled to prevent wasteful runoff.

    j.  Dining Facilities.  Water and soap will not be allowed to run into streets or storm drains while washing garbage cans and field kitchen equipment.  Only areas that empty into the sanitary sewer are designated for washing garbage cans.  Dumping grease or garbage into sanitary or storm sewers is prohibited.  Grease traps will be installed on all kitchen drains to prevent grease buildup in the sanitary sewers.  DPW will arrange for grease trap cleaning on a schedule of sufficient frequency to prevent sewer line obstruction and degradation of sewage treatment capabilities.

    k.  Reports and Investigation of Complaints.  Any complaints about water pollution should be submitted to ENRMO.  PMS will support ENRMO in obtaining samples.  Any inquiry from Federal, State, or county agencies regarding pollution reports or investigations will be referred to ENRMO.

    l.  Water Pollution Control Report.  Any water pollution sources such as previously unidentified or new pollutant discharges that require construction, maintenance, or repair will be reported to ENRMO.  Concurrently, a work order 

request will be submitted to the installation work order desk.  It is the responsibility of the proponent activity to prepare necessary impact assessments and to comply with these regulations.


    m.  Land Disturbing Activities.  Proponents of all land disturbing activities regardless of size or location will prepare necessary environmental documentation and apply for land disturbing siltation and erosion control permit through ENRMO.  See chapter 12, this regulation, for additional information and guidance. 


Chapter 4.  Air Pollution Abatement
4-1.  Scope.

    a.  This chapter provides guidance for implementation of AR 200-1 concerning the control and abatement of air pollution.  

    b.  Fort Gordon will control the emissions of pollutants into the air to protect health and meet all applicable Federal, State, and local   regulations.  

4-2.  Air pollution abatement management program requirements.

    a.  Fort Gordon will comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local air quality regulations.

    b.  National ambient air quality standards (NAAQS) are based on the CAA.  The Act contains very restrictive time deadlines for taking control actions.  Although administered by EPA, states are required to develop and carry out State Implementation Plans (SIPs) to achieve and maintain NAAQS established by EPA.  NAAQS prescribe maximum pollutant levels for particulate matter, sulfur dioxide, carbon monoxide, ozone, lead, nitrogen dioxide, etc.

        (1)  Other major legislation that affects air pollution standards and controls include--

        (a)  The RCRA of 1976 and its amendments have several provisions for the regulation of the release of air emissions from hazardous waste treatment, storage, and disposal facilities.


  (b)  The Toxic Substance Control Act (TSCA) of 1976 requires that certain polycholrinated biphenyl (PCB) wastes and certain materials containing PCBs be disposed of by burning in a high efficiency boiler or incinerator.


  (c)  The Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) of 1980 requires immediate notice to the National Response Center (NRC) when a release of a hazardous substance to the air occurs in an amount equal to or greater than a reportable quantity.  Additional guidance on these requirements can be found in 40 CFR 355 and      AR 50-6.


  (d)  The Superfund Amendments and Re-authorization Act (SARA) of 1986, Title III, also known as the Emergency Planning and Community Right-To-Know Act (EPCRA), requires, among other things, the reporting of accidental releases of extremely hazardous substances to the air to cognizant agencies.

    c.  Air Quality Standards.  The Georgia Clean Air Act provides for definitions, directives, and responsibilities of various agencies and positions within the Georgia State Department of Natural Resources and any other State agency that may assist in the enforcement of this act.  Georgia air quality is regulated by the Air Quality Service of the Georgia State Department of Natural Resources.

    d.  Fixed Facilities.

        (1) Existing Sources.  Operating engineers in central boiler and heating plants will obtain the education and training necessary to qualify for 

a State or local operator's license IAW AR 420-49.  Open burning is prohibited except for a limited number of cases, and then only in designated areas, the 

location of which has been coordinated through ENRMO.  Open burning of refuse and rubbish is prohibited.  All classified documents requiring disposal will be taken to the installation destructor.  


  (2)  New Sources.  In order to ensure compliance with regulations, any new fixed sources of air pollution will be brought to the attention of ENRMO, prior to purchase, construction, activation, or alteration of such sources.  This should be accomplished during the preparation of environmental documentation for new projects or actions. 


  (3)  Hazardous Air Pollutants.  The EPA has designated several materials and chemical compounds as hazardous air pollutants.  Among these, national emission standards have been established for:  Radon emission from within government facilities; beryllium or mercury emissions; vinyl chloride emissions; radionuclide emissions from sources other than radon; benzene and arsenic emissions from plants and storage facilities; and emissions from equipment leaks (fugitive emissions).  (Refer to AR 200-1, chapter 9.) Regulations involving the removal and disposal of asbestos containing materials during demolition or renovation operations can be found in         40 CFR 61, subpart M, Georgia Air Pollution Regulation 3.8.3., and AR 200-1,  chapter 8.  For more information on the control of asbestos, see also   chapter 10, this regulation.  The provisions of the regulations concerning beryllium that might apply to military operations involve any machine shop that processes beryllium.  Regulations within 40 CFR 61, subpart E, on mercury are applicable to Fort Gordon where a sludge dryer is incorporated into the sewage treatment plant operations.

    e.  Mobile Sources.  The term mobile sources includes tactical and combat vehicles, commercial or commercially adapted vehicles, private vehicles, aircraft, watercraft, and other miscellaneous equipment with internal combustion engines.


  (1)  Emission Control.  The overall goal is reduction of air pollution from exhaust gas from all vehicles and from vaporization of fuels and solvents.  Activities at Fort Gordon will maintain and operate mobile equipment to conform to Federal and State standards for emission control.  Also, exempt and diesel powered equipment will be operated and maintained in a manner to minimize emission of particulates and smoke.

        (2)  Operations and Maintenance.  The Maintenance Branch, Logistics Division, DPW, will conduct routine spot checks on non-exempt military vehicles to verify the performance of emission control equipment and conformity of vehicle with Federal emission standards for the year and model. The operation and maintenance of equipment directly influences the amount of pollution emission regardless of equipment design.  Therefore, operator and 

mechanic training, good driving habits, trip planning, matching vehicles to job requirement, periodic tune-up, calibration of fuel pumps on diesel engines, and performance of scheduled maintenance will be continuously observed and reviewed to assure efficient operation.  A major additional benefit is fuel conservation.  Questions concerning emission standards, test procedures, or conversion of ppm to gpm should be directed to ENRMO.


Chapter 5.  Hazardous Materials Management 

5-1.  Scope.  This chapter provides guidance for implementation of AR 200-1 concerning the control and handling of hazardous materials.

5-2.  Hazardous materials management program requirements.

    a.  Program and budget sufficient resources for the effective management, control, and disposal of pesticides, hazardous chemical stocks, radioactive materials, and other hazardous materials.

    b.  Comply with all DA, Federal, State, and local regulations concerning identification, packaging, storage, handling, use, and reporting of pesticides, explosives, flammables, drugs, solvents, asbestos, and other chemicals and hazardous or toxic materials.

    c.  Develop and implement spill prevention and contingency plans for hazardous materials IAW AR 200-1, chapter 3.

    d.  Maintain an accurate, current inventory of all hazardous materials IAW EPCRA.  Provide that inventory to ENRMO through the Signal Safety Division no later than 15 December annually. 

    e.  Provide for the protection of personnel working with or near hazardous materials IAW AR 40-5, AR 385-10, and AR 700-141.

5-3.  Management of hazardous material.
    a.  Hazardous Material Management.  Hazardous materials will be managed IAW all applicable Federal, State, and local regulations, as well as AR 200-1, chapter 4.

    b.  Nondefense Toxic and Hazardous Materials.  These types of materials will be managed IAW section 2692 of Public Law 98-407 (10 USC 2692).  (See   AR 200-1, paragraph 4-3g.)  In general, this law prohibits the storage, use or disposal of any toxic or hazardous material that is not owned by the DOD, except in cases approved by the Secretary of Defense.

    c.  Disposal of Batteries.  Battery electrolytes (acid) will be disposed of through DRMO.  Useable batteries will be serviced and placed back in use.  Drained, unserviceable batteries will be turned in to DRMO.  

    d.  Pest Management Program.  Environmentally sound pest management and surveillance programs will be established IAW AR 420-76.

    e.  Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs).  


  (1)  PCBs and PCB contaminated material will be handled, used, stored and disposed of IAW Federal and State laws.  (See TSCA and 40 CFR, parts 268 and 761.)


  (2)  All personnel will comply with statutory provisions of 40 CFR 761, subparts A-K, and TRADOC Polychlorinated Biphenyl (PCB) policy.  Coordination necessary to comply with outlined procedures will be the responsibility of the initiating division.


  (a)  Federal Register, Vol. 55, No. 227, 26 November 1990, mandates electrical protection for PCB transformers.


  (b)  Reporting requirements are outlined in 40 CFR 761.30.


  (3)  Any cleanup and disposal activities associated with leaking PCB transformers will be accomplished IAW the provisions of 40 CFR 761.160.

        (4)  Preparation of annual records and document logs for all PCBs and PCB items will be accomplished IAW 40 CFR 761.180, subpart J.  Capacitors shall comply with all provisions of the regulation, unless it is known through documented evidence that the capacitor does not contain PCBs. 


  (5)  PCB items may be stored temporarily (not to exceed 30 days) in a non-permitted area; the temporary storage area must have a SPCCP prepared IAW 40 CFR, part 112.  Storage areas shall be marked IAW subpart C, 40 CFR 761.40 (a)(10).  Storage in excess of 30 days in a temporary location or storage in areas not complying with items required above (subparas (1), (2), and (3)) are violations of 40 CFR 761.65.


  (6)  Physical turn-in of PCB transformers/capacitors, PCB contaminated transformers, or PCB items shall be coordinated with DRMO.  A turn-in document (DD Form 1348-1 (DOD Single Line Item Release/Receipt Document)) shall be prepared for each PCB item turned in.  The DD Form 1348-1 may be prepared by Supply Division for items stored temporarily in their facility, or a document number may be obtained by the generator from Supply Division, and the        DD Form 1348-1 may be prepared by the generator.


  (7)  Any requirements defined by DRMO relating to the physical turn-in will be the responsibility of the generator.


  (8)  Information relative to PCB items taken out of service, placed in temporary storage, or turned in to DRMO shall be provided to ENRMO, with supporting documentation, within 10 working days after action is accomplished.


  (9)  All PCB transformers (including PCB transformers in storage for reuse) must be registered with fire response personnel having primary jurisdiction IAW 40 CFR 761.30.  


  (10)  Any spill, release or leak of PCB suspect material should be reported to ENRMO and Fire Prevention/Protection Division at 911 immediately. In the event of an emergency situation after hours, Fire Prevention/Protection Division has an emergency response personnel call-out roster for ENRMO.  All leaks/release of PCBs must be cleaned up immediately; acceptable levels of 

decontamination is 1 ppm PCBs.  EPA recommends excavation of at least 10 inches of potentially contaminated soil, unless sampling proves that contamination does not exist to that depth.


  (11)  As of 1 October 1990, all radial PCB transformers with higher secondary voltages (480 volts and above) in use in or around commercial buildings must be equipped with protection to avoid transformer ruptures 

caused by sustained low current faults.  As of 1 October 1990, all radial PCB transformers in use in or near commercial buildings, and lower secondary voltage network PCB transformers not located in sidewalk vaults in or newer commercial buildings (network transformers with secondary voltages below 480 volts), that have not been removed from service must be equipped with electrical protection to avoid transformer rupture caused by high current faults.  Current limiting fuses or other equivalent technology must be used to detect sustained high current faults and provide for complete  de-energization of the transformer within several hundredths of a second, in the case of lower secondary voltage network PCB transformers before rupture occurs.


  (12)  Copies of all documentation required by subparagraphs (a) or (b) below shall be provided to ENRMO for access during Compliance Evaluation Inspections by State and Federal regulatory agencies, and for submission to TRADOC IAW provisions of subparagraph (a) below.  Copies of any/all documentation relative to regulatory compliance, change in status of equipment, or disposal shall be provided to ENRMO within 10 working days after action is completed, to ensure accurate status of documentation is maintained.


  (a)  Memorandum, ATEN-FN, 1 July 1987, Subject:  Polychlorinated Biphenyl (PCB) Policy.


  (b)  40 CFR 761, subparts A through K inclusive, July 1, 1990, edition.


  (13)  To ensure compliance with TSCA regulations, DPW will adopt procedures outlined in AR 200-1, paragraphs 3-1 and 3-3c, for non-compliance notification procedures.

    f.  Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs).  The following is a partial list of Federal Stock Classes (FSCs) that require a MSDS because components of the materials are hazardous due to toxicity, flammability, reactivity, or corrosiveness.  When requesting commercial supplies under FSCs, request that supplier furnish MSDS.  MSDS for standard items within FSC are available at the issuing point, the Signal Safety Division, from the manufacturers, or ENRMO.

    g.  Underground Storgage Tanks (USTs).  Fort Gordon will comply with 40 CFR, part 280; Georgia Underground Storage Tank Act GCA 12-13-1 to 12-13-22; rules of Georgia Department of Natural Resources (DNR), Environmental Protection Division; Underground Storage Tank Regulation GRR 391-3-15-.01 to GRR 391-3-15-.15; and other applicable regulations.


  (1)  Plans for new UST construction will be submitted to DPW, through command channels, and will be forwarded for review to the Commander, U.S. Army General Material and Petroleum Activity, ATTN:  STRGP-FT, New Cumberland, Pennsylvania  17070-5008, IAW AR 710-2, appendix C.  Construction and installation will be IAW 40 CFR part 280, subpart B.          


  (2)  ENRMO will schedule inspections and testing of all regulated 

tanks.  In all cases, leaking tanks must be emptied, taken out of service, and removed from the ground.  ENRMO will schedule these actions and notify appropriate agencies.


  (3)  Corrective action for spills, overfills and/or leaks will be coordinated by ENRMO with applicable agencies.


  (4)  Procedures outlined in AR 200-1, paragraphs 3-1 and 3-3c, will be followed for non-compliance situations.

    h.  Hazardous Materials, Toxics and Waste Accidents and Incidents.  Policies and procedures for responding to hazardous materials emergencies are set forth in chapters 6 and 8, this regulation; UST Guidelines from the American Petroleum Institute Recommended Practice 1621; and in the ISCP, documenting audits, inspections, or surveys.

    i.  Best Management Practices.


  (1)  Fort Gordon will take all measures needed to prevent pollution of the environment by release of hazardous or toxic chemicals and waste to the air, water or land.


  (2)  Questions on the ultimate disposition of excess and unserviceable hazardous chemical stock should be addressed to ENRMO. 

    j.  Technical Assistance.  Technical assistance on hazardous materials handling and disposal procedures can be obtained from ENRMO or AR 200-1, 



Chapter 6.  Solid Waste and Hazardous Waste Management Program
6-1.  Scope.
    a.  This chapter provides guidance for implementation of Fort Gordon policies and procedures for managing solid and hazardous waste, including resource recovery, recycling, storage, transportation, waste reduction and training programs. 

    b.  Fort Gordon objectives are to promote the protection of public health and the environment and conserve valuable material and energy resources.  Material resources will be reused, recycled, and reprocessed whenever possible.    

    c.  Ensure compliance with Federal, State, and local solid waste and hazardous waste requirements.  Field enforcement will be used as needed.

6-2.  Solid waste management program requirements.
    a.  Comply with Federal, State, and local regulations applicable to solid waste storage and disposal.

    b.  Solid waste will be stored so that it--


  (1)  Is not a fire, health, or safety hazard.


  (2)  Does not provide food or harborage for disease vectors such as flies, mosquitoes, or rodents.


  (3)  Is contained or bundled to prevent spills. 


  (4)  Is in a clean and safe environment.

    c.  Food waste will be secured in covered or closed containers that are nonabsorbent, leakproof, durable, easily cleaned, and designed for safe handling.  Containers will be:

        (1)  Sufficiently large or in numbers to hold all food waste and rubbish from residences or establishments for the period of time between collections.


  (2)  Washed to maintain sanitary conditions and to prevent nuisances.  Garbage cans will be washed IAW AR 420-47.


  (3)  Emptied completely of all wastes when serviced.


  (4)  Constructed to be leakproof and not easily damaged.

    d.  Waste containers that are emptied by hand (i.e., garbage cans) will not exceed 75 pounds when filled.  These containers will be of such construction that they can be serviced without the collector coming into physical contact with the waste.

    e.  Bulky wastes, such as household appliances, will be covered and stored with the doors removed.

    f.  Scavenging and picking through containers is prohibited.  

6-3.  Collection.
    a.  Collection vehicles and equipment will:


  (1)  Meet all Federal government and American National Standards Institute (ANSI) standards as specified in AR 420-47.


  (2)  Be maintained in good operating condition.


  (3)  Operated in a safe manner and in strict compliance with all traffic laws.


  (4)  Kept clean, sightly, and odor free.

    b.  Vehicle and equipment operators will:

        (1)  Immediately clean up all spills.


  (2)  Protect all public and private property from damage by the operation.


  (3)  Make no undue noise in residential areas.


  (4)  Make collections on regularly scheduled collection routes.

6-4.  Rubble pit and construction and debris (C&D) landfill.  The following are prescribed procedures for operating the rubble pit and C&D landfill:

    a.  The rubble pit and C&D landfill will be open during normal working hours, Monday through Friday, except holidays.  No dumping is allowed without authorization from PWD, DPW. 

    b.  The PWD or ENRMO will determine if materials hauled to those sites are suitable for disposal therein.  All other waste materials will be transported to a sanitary landfill or Fort Gordon composting area IAW PWD, DPW policies and procedures.  The signage will direct vehicles to a specific dumping site.

6-5.  Solid waste management and disposal.

    a.  The PWD, DPW will provide Fort Gordon services IAW 40CFR261 and applicable state and local regulations and policies.  

    b.  Any solid waste, except toxic and hazardous waste, that cannot be recovered, recycled, or disposed of in the permitted rubble pit or construction debris landfill will be disposed of IAW PWD, DPW policies and procedures.

    c.  Oil contaminated soil is considered a solid waste and will be disposed of through DRMO or as directed by ENRMO.  

    d.  Open dumping or burying solid waste elsewhere on the installation is strictly prohibited.

6-6.  Recycling requirements.  All directorates, units, activities, tenants and users of Fort Gordon shall comply with USASC&FG Regulation 200-1, Fort Gordon Resource Recovery and Recycling Program.  All questions concerning recycling are to be addressed to the DCA Recycling Center. 

6-7.  Hazardous Waste Management Program. 

    a.  Hazardous Waste Management Plan (HWMP).  ENRMO will ensure that a written HWMP is prepared for signature by the CG.

    b.  Hazardous Waste Permits.  ENRMO will ensure that any unit at Fort Gordon storing or handling hazardous waste operate IAW RCRA permit guidelines to treat, store, or dispose of hazardous waste.  Guidelines for tenant activities involving hazardous waste permits are located at AR 200-1, paragraph 5-2.

    c.  Personnel Training. 


  (1)  All newly assigned personnel who handle hazardous materials or hazardous waste or are tasked with environmental duties will attend and successfully complete the 40-hour Defense Hazardous Materials Handling Course within 180 days of assignment to this duty.


  (2)  All trained personnel will attend an annual 8-hour Defense Hazardous Materials Handling Refresher Training Session to review the training received in paragraph 6-7c(1) above.


  (3)  Each unit or activity will maintain the following training documents and records with a copy furnished to ENRMO. 

        (a)  Job title for each hazardous material/waste position and the name of the person filling that job.


  (b)  A written job description for each position.


  (c)  The amount of training required for each position.  See paragraphs 6-7c(1) and (2) above. 


  (d)  Date training was successfully completed.


  (e)  Date additional training and/or recertification/refresher is required. 


  (f)  Records of training shall be kept on file for 3 years after termination of person(s) trained.

6-8.  Funding.  Funding of solid and hazardous waste disposal and technical assistance guidance can be found in AR 200-1, paragraph 5-3a(1) and Environmental Program Requirements Report preparation guidance.     



Chapter 7.  Environmental Noise Abatement 

7-1.  Scope.  This chapter provides guidance for implementation of AR 200-1, the Quiet Communities Act of 1978 (PL 95-609), and The Noise Control Act (NCA) of 1972 (PL 92-574), concerning the control and abatement of noise pollution.

7-2.  Environmental noise abatement program requirements.  Fort Gordon will comply with applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.

7-3.  Reports.  Sources of noise pollution will be identified, and those requiring remedial action will be reported IAW AR 200-1, chapter 7.

7-4.  Statutory review.  The NCA of 1972.  This OSHA Act resulted in standards and regulations for occupational noise exposure limits based primarily on criteria that would prevent permanent hearing loss.  These criteria are usually based upon exposure levels at given maximum and dBA limits, and apply to the normal 8-hour workday.  Noise as a nuisance is left for State and local regulations and enforcement.  

7-5.  Standards and procedures.
    a.  Noise Standards.  It is necessary to assess the impact of major noise sources to ensure that there are no adverse impacts both on and off the 

installation.  Normally this is accomplished by making sound level measurements and comparing them to established noise standards which include:  

        (1)  Occupational noise level standards that have been established for the hearing protection of workers by the Army are contained in AR 40-5,      AR 385-10, DA Pam 40-501, and MIL-STD 1474 (MI).

        (2)  Those product noise source emission levels that may be produced by specified items of equipment under the authority of the NCA of 1972.  These standards are published in the CFR and include commercial aircraft, motors and engines, railroads, transportation and construction equipment.  Any military equipment or weapons designed for combat use are excluded from the requirements of section 6 of the NCA, "Noise Emission Standards for Products Distributed in Commerce".  

    b.  Assessment of Noise.


  (1)  Compliance with Standards.  Commanders will minimize noise intrusions into areas surrounding the activity to prevent them from being a source of complaint.  In the absence of specific standards, general guidance can be obtained from the ENRMO.


  (2)  Measurements.  Measurements in decibels (dB) should be used for measuring sound levels from Army activities or facilities.  

    c.  Noise Sources.  Common sources of environmental noise produced by military activities that may require some form of noise control include:  

        (1)  Aircraft operations and training.


  (2)  Vehicles (combat and noncombat) operations and training.


  (3)  Weapons firing, explosives and demolition operations and training.


  (4)  Fixed noise sources (power plants and generators, industrial facilities, carpenter shops, dynamometer buildings, etc.).


  (5)  Electrical electronic equipment.


  (6)  Construction equipment operations and training.


  (7)  Recreational activities, e.g., off road vehicles.


  (8)  All other noise sources that exceed 55 dB measured at a distance of 50 feet from the source.

    d.  Noise Control.
Control of new and existing sources of environmental noise can normally be achieved by applying singly, or in combination, noise reduction at the source, altering the path of noise, and noise reduction at the receptor site.  To preclude the need for expensive engineering noise reduction techniques, the impact of environmental noise should be integrated into military land-use planning.  Attention will be given such matters in the master planning process IAW AR 210-20.  The identification of critical noise rating contours at an installation for the purpose of aiding in land-use planning will be a required component of each IMAP.

    e.  Impact Noise Sources.  Updates will be prepared when significant changes occur or no more than 5 years.

        (1)  Large weapon fire will be assessed using the C-frequency weighing.  All other noise not meeting the criteria for high-energy impulsive sounds will be assessed using the A-frequency weighing.  Certain noises, such as helicopter or highway noises, may have special procedure requirements which are detailed in AR 200-1, chapter 7.  The primary means of noise assessment will be by mathematical modeling and computer simulation.  Normally, on-site monitoring of the noise environment should not be considered due to the large amounts of time, manpower, and equipment required.


  (2)  Guidance on the preparation and development of existing and future noise zone maps can be found AR 200-1, chapter 7.


 Chapter 8.  Oil and Hazardous Substances Spill Contingency, Planning, 

                   Control, and Emergency Response 

8-1.  Scope.  This chapter provides guidance for the prevention and control of discharges or oil and hazardous substances IAW AR 200-1, 40 CFR part 112 and 40 CFR part 264, and all other applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.  

8-2.  Implementation guidelines.
    a.  Fort Gordon will establish and maintain a capability to respond in emergency situations to promptly contain and clean up accidental oil discharges and spills of hazardous and toxic substances that occur at or near Fort Gordon IAW AR 200-1, chapter 3.

    b.  Personnel preparing contracts shall require that contracts for disposal of oil or other wastes contain provisions to provide and maintain compliance with Federal, State, and local regulations and standards.

    c.  The discharge of oil or hazardous substances into the environment without a discharge permit is prohibited.  Exceptions may be made in cases of extreme emergency when the discharge is--


  (1)  Considered essential to protect human life, or 


  (2)  Authorized by the Incident On-Scene Commander (IOSC) during a spill incident response.

    d.  Assistance provided for spills not caused by an Army activity will be conducted IAW AR 55-355, AR 75-15, and AR 500-60.

8-3.  Reporting of a spill of oil or hazardous substance.
    a.  Any spill of oil or hazardous substances in buildings, on surfaced areas, on the water, or on grounds will immediately be reported to ENRMO or Spill Response (911), IAW AR 200-1, paragraph 3-3 and all other applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.

    b.  Interim actions to eliminate the source and contain the spill will be taken immediately.

    c.  It may also be necessary to call Fire Prevention/Protection Division, PMS, and/or the Signal Safety Division when immediate health or safety hazards exist.

    d.  ENRMO will provide specific guidance to the using agency on appropriate clean-up procedures.

    e.  The unit or command responsible for the area, to include range 

training area where the spill occurs, will prepare and submit to ENRMO, through the proper channels, a detailed after action report within 3 working 

days of the incident.  The report will contain all pertinent facts concerning the cause of the spill and future precautions planned to prevent recurrence.

8-4.  Spill Prevention, Control, and Countermeasure Plan (SPCCP).

    a.  The Fort Gordon SPCCP identifies potential sources of oil and 

hazardous substances and the measures required to prevent and contain any

accidental discharges.  The plan is limited to non-transportation related, on-shore facilities that could reasonably be expected to discharge oil or hazardous materials in quantities harmful to human health or welfare, or to the environment.  The Fort Gordon SPCCP lists oil or hazardous substance storage facilities.

    b.  Spill Prevention Procedures. 


  (1)  Conduct visual inspection of all above ground storage containers, tanks, valves, piping, and appurtenances, accomplished on a continuous basis by using activity personnel.  Any leakage or malfunctions of equipment will be reported immediately to DPW for repair.

        (2)  Conduct visual inspections of surrounding area of fill pipes of underground storage tanks.  

        (3)  DPW will maintain and repair all POL storage transfer equipment.

        (4)  Ensure keys to all locking devices such as gates, valves, and pump switches are released only to personnel qualified in operation of the related POL storage and transfer facilities.  Personnel will assure that all equipment is properly locked prior to leaving the area.

    c.  SPCCP with appendixes, including changes, will be maintained current, reviewed by a registered professional engineer (PE), and made available for onsite review by regulatory agency representatives.  Plans will be reviewed and amended, as required, at least once every 2 years or whenever there is a change in facility design, construction, operation, or maintenance that affects the potential for spills of oil or hazardous substances.  

8-5.  Installation Spill Contingency Plan (ISCP).  Plan will be established IAW AR 200-1, paragraph 3-3b(3) and all other applicable Federal, State, and local regulations.


Chapter 9.  Environmental Restoration Programs
9-1.  Scope.  The objectives and policies of the environmental restoration program are outlined in AR 200-1.


Chapter 10.  Asbestos Management

10-1.  Scope.

    a.  This chapter prescribes policy and procedures for management of asbestos and Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACM), and waste at Fort Gordon, IAW AR 200-1.  

    b.  Personnel shall control asbestos (including all ACM, friable and non-friable) to minimize environmental release and subsequent occupational and incidental exposure IAW AR 200-1.      

10-2.  Asbestos management program requirements.  Fort Gordon personnel shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local regulations relative to asbestos management.

10-3.  Installation Asbestos Management Plan.  As a minimum, the Fort Gordon Management Plan will follow steps outlined in AR 200-1.

10-4.  Procedures.  Procedures for managing asbestos are outlined in AR 200-1.

10-5.  Technical assistance.  Technical assistance relating to health and environmental aspects of asbestos management can be obtained from ENRMO.        


Chapter 11.  Army Radon Reduction Program (ARRP)
11-1.  Scope.  The objectives and policies for the ARRP are outlined in      AR 200-1, chapter 9.

Chapter 12.  Other Environmental Programs 

12-1.  Scope.  Each paragraph describes a different program and lists the applicable responsibilities, policies, and procedures associated with the program.

12-2.  National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and the decision process.
    a.  Personnel shall strictly comply with the spirit and intent of the NEPA as amended and AR 200-2 regulations for implementing NEPA.

    b.  Ensure that socioeconomic and environmental effects of all proposed and alternative actions be considered at the earliest time practicable during the planning phase and that all resources be evaluated at equal levels of effort, relative to the potential impacts to those resources.

    c.  Conduct impact assessments and prepare proper and full documentation for every major Federal action that may have an impact upon any environmental resource. 

    d.  Conduct adequate environmental considerations for every real property acquisition, transfer, disposal transaction, or outlease involving a non-Army party and Fort Gordon IAW AR 200-2.

    e.  Enforce mitigation commitments of NEPA documentation.

12-3.  Environmental assessments and impact statements. 

    a.  General.  The Environmental Assessment (EA) is the first step of detailed environmental analysis and is used to identify/formulate viable alternatives which can satisfy a purpose or need; determine the nature and magnitude of potential environmental impacts of a proposed action and its alternatives; and identify potential measures that can be incorporated to the proposed action to mitigate or eliminate adverse impacts.  An EA or Environmental Impact Statement (EIS) does not justify a proposed action but identifies and assesses all viable alternatives that can satisfy a purpose or 

need and provides a full disclosure of the types and magnitude of the anticipated impacts.  Therefore, it is of utmost importance to incorporate environmental considerations to the planning process prior to any significant point of decision concerning a proposed action.

    b.  Decision to Prepare an EA or EIS.  An EA is primarily conducted when the impacts of a proposed action are unknown or to determine the extent of environmental impacts of a project and decide whether or not those impacts are significant.  It is not required for actions that are subject to CX or exclusion from environmental review by law.  If, prior to an EA, the proposed action is known to have a significant negative impact, or it is determined by the proponent the action may result in a significant adverse impact or be environmentally controversial, the proponent may proceed directly to the preparation of an EIS.

    c.  Format.  Contact ENRMO for the format of an EA or EIS.  Include/discuss only those items/resources that are expected to be impacted.  Discussion of items/resources in an EIS should be weighed according to the magnitude/importance of anticipated impacts.  Previous EAs, EISs and other published, readily available documents should be incorporated by reference to avoid unnecessary duplication and reduce paperwork.

    d.  Processing of an EA or EIS.


  (1)  The initial POC for processing an EA or EIS is ENRMO.


  (2)  Approval Authority.  The following individuals are designated the authority to approve EAs and EISs of the types indicated:


  (a)  The CG will sign EAs involving topics of high public exposure with potential controversy and all draft and final EISs.


  (b)  The GC will sign EAs for topics of minimum public exposure and controversy which are not of direct significance to the CG.  Examples are minor off-post operations and other topics which involve two or more staff functions or commands.


  (3)  The Chief, ENRMO, or designated representative will sign EAs for topics of a routine nature such as MCA projects, continuing actions, and operation and maintenance, Army (OMA) engineering projects.

    e.  Filing.  Unless otherwise specified, a minimum of five copies of each draft and final EIS will be forwarded to the ENRMO for filing with the EPA.  At least one copy of each draft EIS and finalized EA and EIS will be maintained in the files of the ENRMO.

12-4.  Cultural resources management (CRM).
    a.  Purpose.  To provide guidance for compliance with NHPA, Archaeological Resources Protection Act (ARPA), Native American Grave Protection and Repatriation Act (NAGPRA), AR 420-40, and implementation of AR 200-1 concerning policies, responsibilities, and procedures for preservation of the cultural and archaeological resource.  

    b.  Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Gordon to--


  (1)  Identify, report, and take actions necessary to protect historic properties located on the installation, as outlined by the NHPA, as amended, and accompanying regulations, particularly AR 420-40.


  (2)  Preserve, restore, or rehabilitate all historic properties and objects of archeological, historical, architectural, or cultural significance consistent with specialized maintenance practices such as outlined in         TM 5-801-2.


  (3)  Administer historic property in a spirit of trusteeship and stewardship for future generations, and budget for programs necessary to preserve, restore, or rehabilitate them.


  (4)  Adapt for use, where feasible, those structures of historic significance that are no longer required for their intended function, while preserving the structural integrity to maximum extent possible.


  (5)  Assess all installation activities to minimize, eliminate, or mitigate any adverse impact on historic property, cultural resource sites, IAW section 106, NHPA. 


  (6)  Enforce laws and regulations which protect cultural resources.

    c.  Standards.  The Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Historic Preservation Projects (36 CFR Part 68), Archaeology and Historic Preservation; the Secretary of the Interior's Standards and Guidelines (Federal Register, 48:190); and the Secretary of the Interior's Standards for Rehabilitation and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic Buildings will guide all historic preservation programs.  In addition, the preservation, restoration, rehabilitation, and maintenance of historic properties will be accomplished according to the standards and procedures established in TM 5-801-1, Historic Preservation; and Office of the Chief of Engineers (OCE) Technical Notes as appropriate.

    d.  Utilization of Historic Properties.

        (1)  Original Use.  Whenever possible, historic structures are to be used for the purpose for which the building was originally intended.


  (2)  Adaptive Use.  When the above is not practical, historic structures should be put to use consistent with the military mission and requiring the least modification to structural components.  Minor 

modification, especially of a temporary nature, is preferable to leaving historic structures vacant.  If major or permanent modification is required, the Section 106 review process will be initiated during the design phases of the project, and the requirements of 32CFR 650.191 will be met.


  (3)  Vacant Structures.  Historic structures to be left vacant or to be used for storage will be examined by DPW personnel not less than annually for signs of damage or deterioration.  Maintenance and repair of vacant, historic buildings will be on the same priority basis as occupied structures.


  (4)  Grounds.  The land area around historic structures is usually protected.  Grounds within historic areas will not be disturbed without first contacting ENRMO and the Fort Gordon Museum.  Historic property will be maintained to the same degree as similarly situated improved grounds.


  (5)  Public areas.  When consistent with the military mission, historic properties except private quarters will be open to the public.

    e.  Site destruction and treasure hunting.

        (1)  Fort Gordon is responsible for enforcing laws related to the protection of archaeological resources.  The ARPA, as amended, provides standards and procedures to be followed by all Federal land managers in providing protection for archaeological resources on public lands.  Uniform regulations for implementing ARPA are also found in regulations 32 CFR 229.


  (2)  Federal law prohibits the removal of artifacts from Federal property.  No person may move, excavate, remove, damage, or otherwise alter or deface any archaeological resource located on the Fort Gordon military reservation unless such activity is pursuant to a permit issued under ARPA.  The use of metal detectors for recreational use or treasure hunting is strictly prohibited.


  (3)  Known archaeological sites are to be avoided, to the greatest extent possible, during conduct of military training.  Commanders should contact ENRMO prior to undertaking training activities to determine whether archaeological sites may be located in a proposed training area.  Information concerning the nature of any archaeological sites will not be released to the public without prior approval from ENRMO.  Individuals finding cultural resources and/or artifacts on Fort Gordon shall immediately contact ENRMO.                   


    f.  ARPA Permits.  Archaeological investigations may be conducted through procedures outlined in ARPA and its implementing regulations.  Requests for ARPA permits should be forwarded to ENRMO which will then forward them to the OE, Savannah District.  All costs associated with the issuance of the permit 

is to be paid by the requestor.  All artifacts collected during studies conducted under ARPA permits belong to the installation and will be returned to the installation upon completion of studies.

12-5.  Natural resource management.
    a.  Purpose.  This implements DOD Directive 4700.4, and AR 200-3 on Fort Gordon.  These provide for the management of natural resources and give priority to military mission requirements while practicing the principles of multiple land use and sustained yield.  Environmental protection is a major goal of such management.

    b.  Policy.  It is the policy of Fort Gordon to--  


  (1)  Manage lands as an ecosystem to support the military mission through the management and maintenance of the land base and IAW applicable Federal, State, and local laws.  


  (2)  Practice multiple land use and sustained yield concepts for harvestable resources while supporting regulatory requirements and military mission achievement.


  (3)  Protect and enhance federally endangered, threatened and state protected species, their critical habitat, and meet national wetlands protection requirements.  Utilize an ecosystem approach in accomplishment of this requirement.  

        (4)  Manage agricultural leases utilizing practices that protect and improve the land.


  (5)  Conserve and protect unique and rare geologic occurrences and habitats, i.e., Grady Pond sites, Atlantic White Cedar habitat, and aquifer recharge areas.  


  (6)  Improve the quality of life for the Fort Gordon community through high quality, natural resources based, outdoor recreation and good conservation and stewardship training.  


  (7)  Ensure Fort Gordon complies with all Federal laws, policies, regulations, and national priorities regarding natural resources.  Perform environmental assessment for all activities when appropriate.  Mitigate all negative impacts to natural resources and the ecosystem.  

    c.  Military Training and Field Exercises.

        (1)  Environmental documentation (EIS, EA, CX, REC, etc.) will be prepared by the proponent for all training programs and field exercises not covered by previous assessments for the same acts.  When adequate preexisting documentation exists, a copy will be provided for updated notation of concurrence by ENRMO.  Documentation will become part of the training and exercise package.  Proponent will also provide a copy to Range Control.  ENRMO is the POC for assistance and concurrence with these actions.  See figure 12-1 for example of training activity environmental checklist.

        (2)  Environmental protection and good stewardship is paramount to ensuring sustained high quality military training lands now and in the future. The following restrictions are designed to meet this vital need:


  (a)  Ditches and roads shoulders are off-limits to all vehicles.  Pivot turns, neutral steers, etc., shall be made on roadways, but only when absolutely required. 

  
  (b)  Do not intentionally shell lakes, ponds, trees, or wooded areas. 

        (c)  Cutting damage to, or removal of trees and other vegetation is prohibited.  Should cutting of vegetation be necessary, written justification must be made to ENRMO for concurrence, guidance and inclusion in environmental documentation prior to action. 


  (d)  Planted fields, hay meadows, or other agriculture areas are off 

limits.  Should a unit require open areas mentioned above, written justification must be made to ENRMO for guidance, concurrence and inclusion in environmental documentation prior to action.  

        (e)  Pond dams are off limits to tactical vehicles unless otherwise posted or prior approval has been granted by ENRMO and included in environmental documentation.  


  (f)  Holes, ruts, track mounds, etc., must be leveled, stabilized and covered prior to clearing areas. 


  (g)  Tracked vehicles must not park within 20 feet and all other vehicles must not park within 10 feet of the base of trees.  A tree is defined as an individual tree over 10 feet high or a clump of trees or shrubs that has total width of at least 5 feet and a height of at least 20 feet.  Should 

variance be desired, written justification must be provided ENRMO for concurrence, restrictions and inclusion in environmental documentation prior to action. 


  (h)  Training areas or portions thereof posted and closed for renovation are off limits to all vehicles.


  (i)  Vehicles must be washed at approved wash racks.  Use of ponds or streams or repeated crossing of low water crossings for purpose of washing vehicles is prohibited.  Units desiring permission to accomplish nuclear, biological, chemical (NBC) decontamination in the field will provide written request to ENRMO for concurrence, requirements and inclusion in environmental documentation prior to action.  

    d.  Conservation Practices.  The following guidelines and conservation practices will aid in reducing damage to training lands:

        (1)  During wet soil conditions--


  (a)  Park vehicles as close to access roads as possible.


  (b)  Avoid rough terrain and wooded areas.


  (c)  Use all weather access roads as much as possible.


  (d)  Where feasible, walk to training sites.


  (2)  Follow land contours rather than driving up and down hills or along creeks.


  (3)  Cross drainages by the most direct route.  Use bridges and low water crossings for stream/creek crossings.  


  (4)  Whenever possible, schedule significant fire causing training during the spring and early summer or during early morning hours.  Report all forest fires immediately to Range Control, Forestry Section and/or the Fire Prevention/Protection Division.

        (5)  Upon leaving a road, avoid following directly in the track of another vehicle, unless required for tactical training.


  (6)  No vehicles will be allowed on roads, firebreaks and/or trails, marked off limits to vehicles, without prior approval from ENRMO.


  (7)  Conduct all training as responsible land stewards with concern for conservation and future use of the range areas.  


  (8)  The release of any hazardous or toxic substances into the environment will be immediately reported to ENRMO, Range Control, and the Fire Department.  Hazardous substances may include but are not limited to POL products, antifreeze, solvents, paint, etc.  Units will initiate spill containment and cleanup immediately.  


  (9)  Climbing trees with climbing equipment (i.e. pole gaffs/spikes) and/or the installation or nailing of spikes, nails, bolts, etc., into trees is prohibited without prior approval from ENRMO.  

    e.  Birds and Animals.  Commanders at all echelons will ensure that nesting, bedding and habitats of all species of birds and animals are not disturbed.  In most cases, these creatures are protected by Federal and State laws.

    f.  Live Weeds and Grass.  Live weeds and grass may be used, but their use is discouraged for camouflage.  Written justification to ENRMO for concurrence, guidance and inclusion in environmental documentation is required.  Take care to ensure the ground is not stripped bare of vegetation. Live or dead trees will not be felled on Fort Gordon without prior approval from ENRMO.  Trees uprooted and limbs broken by high winds may be removed by commands or units upon coordination with ENRMO as to proper disposal sites.  Trees or limbs will not be removed for camouflage, firewood or any other purpose without prior approval from ENRMO.  

    g.  Area Police.  Training and exercise areas will be thoroughly policed after each use.  Generally, each individual, unit, or activity is responsible for cleaning up after any operation.

    h.  Refuse Disposal.  Burning or burying of garbage, refuse, and rubbish on range areas is prohibited.  The above materials will be transported IAW with PWD, DPW policies and procedures by the generating unit.    

    i.  Snakes.  All species of snakes are protected.  The molestation or killing of a poisonous snake is prohibited unless the snake poses an immediate threat to human life.  The molestation or killing of a non-poisonous snake is prohibited under any circumstance.

    j.  Military Training.  The following procedures are in effect with regard to military training:


  (1)  Not less than 6 weeks prior to any training or field exercise, environmental documentation will be completed by the requesting unit for concurrence/approval by ENRMO.  Completed, approved documentation becomes part of training/field exercise package with a copy furnished to Range Control Officer.  


  (2)  Any soil excavation in support of training such as construction of foxholes, field latrines, soakage pits, parapets, etc., requires prior approval from ENRMO.  TRADOC Form 161-R will be used to request approval 

for soil excavation.  This form must be submitted at least 6 weeks prior to exercise.   

        (3)  Any training activity which involves deviation from the normal training mission requires prior approval by ENRMO.  These activities include, but are not limited to, testing of equipment, establishing of motor parks in the field, establishing free maneuver training areas, setting NBC decontamination sites, etc. 


  (4)  Excessive range damage (ruts, holes etc.) must be inspected by ENRMO and Range Control.  Repairs requiring action above and beyond capabilities of the responsible unit must be requested from DPW using a      DA Form 4283 (Facilities Engineering Work Request).

12-6.  Fish and wildlife management.
    a.  The goal of Fish and Wildlife Management is to protect and enhance fish and wildlife resources and their habitats, and to use renewable fish and wildlife resources to improve the Fort Gordon and community quality of life.

    b.  USASC&FG Regulation 420-5 addresses hunting and fishing on Fort Gordon.

    c.  USASC&FG Regulation 420-7 addresses endangered species on Fort Gordon and specific training restrictions.

12-7.  Forest management.
    a.  Forest Management Program.  The Forest Management Program is required to support and enhance the immediate and long term military mission and meet Natural Resource Stewardship requirements set forth in Federal law.  Forest land will be managed as an ecosystem to meet military mission, wildlife habitat, outdoor recreation and forest product harvest requirements.  Details of this program are covered in the INRMP.  

    b.  Forest Fires.  Protection of the installation's natural resources from destructive forest fires is the responsibility of the Forest Management Program.

    c.  Firewood and Pinestraw Sales Program.  A limited amount of firewood and pinestraw is available by permit through a cut-your-own program.  Regulations for the program are covered in USASC&FG Regulation 420-3.  Firewood sales are handled by the Forestry Section, ENRMO.

    d.  Dead Trees.  Neither live nor standing dead trees will be purposely felled on Fort Gordon without prior ENRMO approval (Public Law 18-1852).  The POC is Forestry Section, ENRMO.

    e.  Reforested Areas.  Recently reforested areas are off limits to vehicular traffic.  Locations of these sites are available at Range Control or Forestry Section, ENRMO.

12-8.  Lease programs and agriculture leases.  Range areas with land suitable for agriculture purposes may be leased.  All planted fields including pine, wheat, etc. are off limits to vehicles.  Details of this program can be found in the INRMP.  

12-9.  Integrated Training Area Management (ITAM) Program.
    a.  The ITAM program is a co-proponent program of ENRMO and DPTM designed to--


  (1)  Monitor range condition and impact of land use on natural resources using standard Army methodology, Land Condition Trend Analysis.


  (2)  Improve the quality of land use decisions using a Geographic Information System.

        (3)  Create a land conservation ethic among military personnel via an Environmental Awareness Program.

        (4)  Restore damaged training lands and improve the quality of 

training lands in general via the Land Rehabilitation and Maintenance Program.


  (5)  Integrate training requirements with natural resource management to assure compliance with environmental, natural, cultural, archaeological requirements and good sound stewardship while providing realistic training now and in the future.  

    b.  Details of the ITAM programs are found in the INRMP.  This program is essential to help Fort Gordon comply with the CWA, Endangered Species Act, and Historic Preservation Act--especially sections concerned with NPS source pollution, erosion and excavation.           

12-10.  Outdoor recreation exclusive of hunting and fishing.

    a.  With exception of hunting and fishing, almost all outdoor recreation is the responsibility of DCA in partnership with ENRMO.  

    b.  The following policy applies to natural resources-based recreation on Fort Gordon in general:

        (1)  All outdoor recreation facilities will be utilized, maintained, policed, and protected IAW provisions contained in this regulation.  Each individual using the recreation areas is responsible for placing refuse in proper containers and for complying with fire and safety regulations.

        (2)  Swimming is not allowed in bodies of water within the military reservation except those designated as swimming areas (pools), and then only when properly manned by qualified life guards.  The beach at Fort Gordon Recreation Area is designated as a swimming area.

12-11.  Natural resources law enforcement.
    a.  ENRMO and DPS have authority for the natural, cultural, and archaeological resources and environmental law enforcement on Fort Gordon.  This includes traditional game warden functions as well as enforcing related regulations including environmental pollution, endangered species and wetlands protection, illegal access, illegal dumping, archaeological and historic protection, etc. 

    b.  Below are some general range related regulations for all Fort Gordon range users:


  (1)  The use of spotlights from vehicles is illegal except for official military activities and natural resource management.


  (2)  All unscheduled training facilities are off limits unless permission to enter has been obtained from Range Control.


  (3)  Persons are not permitted to carry chamber/clip/magazine loaded weapons in any landborne vehicle unless directly involved in a military training mission with such requirements.


  (4)  Range gates are under control of Range Control, DPTM.    


  (5)  Shooting on, from, or across a public roadway is prohibited.


  (6)  It is prohibited to fire a weapon within 440 yards of any dwelling, structure, or area containing personnel or domestic animals.  It is prohibited to hunt with any rifle.  Target shooting is allowed only on 

approved range sites, i.e., DCA Sportsman Range.  Shooting any weapon into or across any pond or lake is prohibited except for authorized hunting activities.  Discharging firearms, except on approved ranges, is prohibited unless done as part of normal hunting activities.


  (7)  Persons will not damage fences, roads, dams, buildings, bridges, plants, blinds, and other improvements.


  (8)  Open fires are prohibited. Small cooking size fires may be set in grills.  The immediate area will be cleared of combustible materials within a radius of 20 feet.  A fire guard will be posted for the duration of the fire. Fires will be extinguished with water and coals will be covered with 6 inches of dirt.  No ashes will be left exposed.


  (9)  Littering of the range and training area is prohibited.  Refuse will be put in authorized trash containers and will not be buried or burned.  Persons camping or picnicking will police up to 50 feet around their site and 

properly dispose of trash in authorized receptacles or transport said trash to authorized disposal areas.


  (10)  Guidance for working and training dogs on range areas is addressed in USASC&FG Regulation 420-5, paragraph 11a, b and c.


  (11)  Any duds spotted outside an Impact Area should be marked and reported to Range Control for disposal by the Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD).  Do not touch these duds!


  (12)  Vehicles, including off-road vehicles, are restricted to maintained roads or firebreaks indicated on the most recent DPW map.  Unlicensed off-road vehicles are addressed in USASC&FG Regulation 420-5, paragraph 12h.    

12-12.  Fort Gordon land disturbing activity.
    a.  Compliance.  ENRMO regulates Fort Gordon compliance to the provisions of the CWA, Georgia Erosion and Sedimentation Act, GWQCA, and Richmond County Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance No. 89-11 for all land disturbing activities.  The Georgia Erosion and Sedimentation Act and the Richmond County Soil Erosion and Sedimentation Control Ordinance require a plan to provide instructions for proposed land disturbing activities in order to accomplish one or more of the following:  

        (1)  Provide suitable sites for buildings, roadways, facilities, and other land uses. 


  (2)  Improve surface drainage.


  (3)  Control soil erosion and sediment deposition. 

    b.  Applicability.  Applies to all personnel, activities, and contractors disturbing land on Fort Gordon. 

    c.  Policy.


  (1)  Proponent of action that may disturb land (soil and/or vegetation) shall apply for and obtain land disturbing permit prior to accomplishing that activity. 

        (2)  Permit issuing authority is ENRMO.  


  (3)  Permitting requirements are to be obtained at ENRMO.  Exemption may be approved by ENRMO on a case-by-case basis.


  (4)  Permit shall be issued or denied as soon as practicable, but not later than 45 duty days after receipt by issuing authority of completed application, final draft erosion/sediment control and soil stabilization plan and approved site environmental documentation. 

    d.  Planning Criteria.  The Land Disturbing Activity Plan shall be based upon adequate surveys, resource data, and investigations.  Erosion and sediment control measures shall be designed IAW the applicable standard applied herein.  Practical combinations of the following principles shall be utilized, as a minimum, in planning for any land disturbing activity. 


  (1)  Fit the activity to the topography and soils.  Detailed planning should be employed to assure that roadways, buildings, and other permanent features of the activity conform to the natural characteristics of the site.  

Large graded areas should be located on the most level portion of this site.  Areas subject to flooding should be avoided.  Areas of steep slopes, erodible soils, and soils with severe limitations for the intended uses should not be utilized without overcoming the limitations through sound engineering practices.  Erosion control, development and maintenance costs can be minimized if a site is selected for a specific activity. 


  (2)  The disturbed area and the duration of exposure to erosion elements should be minimized.  Clearing of natural vegetation should be limited to only those areas of the site to be developed at a given time.  Natural vegetation should be retained, protected, and supplemented with construction scheduling employed to limit the duration of soil exposure.  Major land clearing and grading operations should be scheduled during seasons of low potential for runoff.  


  (3)  Stabilize disturbed areas immediately.  Permanent structures, temporary or permanent vegetation, and mulch, or a combination of these measures, should be employed as quickly as possible after the land is disturbed.  Temporary vegetation and mulch can be most effective on areas 

where it is not practical to establish permanent vegetation.  These temporary measures should be employed immediately after rough grading is completed if a delay is anticipated in obtaining finished grade.  The finished slope of a cut or fill should be stable and ease of maintenance considered in the design.  Stabilize all roadways, parking areas, and paved areas with the gravel subbase, temporary vegetation, or mulch. 


  (4)  Retain or Accommodate Runoff.  Runoff from the activity should be safely conveyed to a stable outlet using storm drains, diversions, stable waterways, or similar conservation measures. Consideration should also be given to the installation of storm water retention structures to prevent flooding and damaging downstream ecosystems and facilities resulting from increased runoff from the site.  Temporary or permanent facilities for conveyance of storm water should be designed to withstand the velocities of projected peak discharges.  These facilities should be operational as soon as possible after the start of construction. 

        (5)  Retain Sediment.  Sediment basins, sediment barriers, and related structures should be installed to filter or trap sediment on the site to be disturbed.  The most effective method of controlling sediment, however, is to control erosion at its source.  Sediment retention structures should be planned to retain sediment when erosion control methods are not practical, or insufficient, or in the process of being installed, or have failed due to some unforeseen factor.  


  (6)  Do Not Encroach Upon Watercourses.  Permanent buildings should not be subjected to flooding, sediment damages or erosion hazards.  Earth fills should not be constructed in flood-prone areas so as to adversely obstruct water flows or increase downstream velocity of water flows.  When necessary to span a flood prone area or watercourse, bridge, or culvert openings should be sized to permit passage of peak discharge without causing undue restrictions in the water flows or without creating excessive downstream velocities.  Use of flood prone areas should be limited to activities which would not suffer excessive damages from flooding, scour, and sediment damages. Temporary bridges or culverts should be employed when construction equipment is required to cross natural or constructed channels.  Also, observe wetland regulations and contact ENRMO office. 

    e.  Activity Schedules.  For each phase or stage of land disturbing activity, an activity schedule will be included in the plan.  The activity schedule will show the anticipated starting and completion date for all land development activities including timber salvage operations, clearing operations, grubbing operations, rough and finished grades, temporary and permanent sediment control measures, storm water management facilities, building construction, landscaping, temporary sediment control structure removal, and final acceptance of activity by Fort Gordon.  

    f.  Plan Requirements.  The Land Disturbing Activity Plan should contain a brief narrative description of the overall project, maps, drawings, computations, and supportive data IAW with the following guidelines:  

        (1)  Location, nature, size, and zoning classification of the overall project. 


  (2)  Location, nature, and size of each phase of development. 


  (3)  Size, type of structural units, paved areas and greenbelt areas. 


  (4)  Starting dates of initial land disturbing activities and dates expected final stabilization will be completed.  

        (5)  Existing and proposed erosion and sediment control problems for the proposed site. 


  (6)  Purpose, nature, and extent of proposed sediment control program. 


  (7)  Proposed storm water management program for the development and effect of the development on downstream facilities or properties. 


  (8)  Major topographic features, streams, existing soil types, and vegetation located on the project site.  


  (9)  Maintenance programs for the sediment control facilities 

including inspection frequencies, vegetative programs, repair procedures, frequency of removal and disposition of solid waste, and disposition of 

temporary sediment structure measures.  Note inspections and maintenance must be documented and submitted in writing to ENRMO before final acceptance.  

    g.  Detailed Maps, Drawings, and Sketches.  Illustrations must show: 


  (1)  A location sketch of the project relative to roadways, major streams, and other identifiable landmarks. 


  (2)  A boundary line survey or detailed boundary sketch of the proposed project. 


  (3)  Contours, existing and proposed, for that portion of the activity being developed.  


  (4)  Soil boundaries including name, texture, slope, depth, drainage, and structure. 


  (5)  Major streams and drainage areas, lakes, or ponds, flood prone areas, vegetation and existing structures. 


  (6)  The proposed alteration of the area including limits of clearing and grading, roads, buildings, and structures. 


  (7)  Location and extent of temporary and permanent erosion and sediment control measures including both vegetative and structural practices. 


  (8)  Location and extent of storm water management facilities. 


  (9)  Other significant features including legend, maps scales, north arrow, title blocks, seals and signature. 


  (10)  A 24-hour POC and telephone number available during the duration and guarantee period of project. 


  (11)  Include with map: dig permit from PWD, DPW, along with copy of environmental documentation approved by ENRMO.  Changes in project must be approved and documented. 

    h.  Construction Specifications.  Environmental documentation must be approved by ENRMO.  All timber having a marketable value shall be salvaged.  Timber logs, brush, and rubbish which will interfere with the grading operations or affect the planned stability of fill areas shall be removed and disposed of according to the plan and IAW all State and local laws.  Topsoil is to be stripped and stockpiled in amounts necessary or available on site to complete finish grading of all exposed areas.  Fill material is to be free of brush, rubbish, rocks, logs, and stumps in amounts that are detrimental to constructing stable fills.  Cut slopes which are to be topsoiled will be scarified to a minimum depth of three inches prior to placement of topsoil.  Compaction of fills will be as required to reduce slipping, erosion, or excessive saturation.  Frozen mixtures of soft, mucky, or easily compressible materials are not to be incorporated in fills intended to support buildings, parking lots, roads, structures, sewers, or conduits.  Maximum thickness of layers to be compacted by sheeps foot rollers are not to exceed 9 inches.  All disturbed areas shall be left with a neat and finished appearance and 

stabilized with the appropriate permanent protective cover using vegetation that is compatible to the growing seasons and Fort Gordon's planting zone.  

    i.  Stop Work Orders.  Upon notice from ENRMO, Fort Gordon, or other enforcement authority, work on any project that is being done contrary to provisions of this regulation or in a dangerous or unsafe manner shall be stopped immediately.  This would include demolition of archaeological sites, or endangered species sites.  Violations of State and local land disturbing laws and ordinances could result in civil penalties which could include fines and imprisonment. 

   j.  Archaeological Artifact Discovery.  Previously identified cultural resource sites must be avoided.  In the event that any previously unidentified archeological artifacts and/or other cultural resource objects are discovered 

during the proposed activity, all work will cease immediately and the discovery reported to ENRMO.  Work will not resume until permission is granted by ENRMO.

Any addition of any pollutant or combination of pollutants to the waters of the United States from a point source.  This definition includes additions of 

pollutants into waters of the United States from surface runoff which are 

collected or channeled by man, discharged through pipes, sewers, or other conveyances, or which do not lead to a treatment facility.

Discharge Monitoring Report 
The report of self-monitoring results by permitted facilities on the uniform form to EPA and other Federal and State permitting or monitoring agencies.

National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES)
The national program for issuing, modifying, revoking and reissuing, terminating, monitoring, and enforcing permits, under sections 307, 402, 318, and 405 of The Clean Water Act.

Non-Point Source (NPS)
A source of pollutants, such as rangeland sedimentation or urban stormwater runoff, that is diffuse and not confined or discharged as point source.

Permit
An authorization, license, or equivalent control document issued by EPA to implement the requirements of the NPDES program or by a State agency to implement a state water pollution control program or other recognized compliance activity. 

Point Source
Any discernible, confined, and discrete conveyance, including, but not limited to, any pipe, ditch, channel, tunnel, conduit, wall, discrete fissure, container, rolling stock, or vessel from which pollutants are or may be discharged.

Pollutant
Dredged spoil, solid waste, incinerator residue, filter backwash, sewage, garbage, sewage sludge, munitions, chemical wastes, biological materials, radioactive materials, heat, wrecked or discarded equipment, rock, sand, cellar dirt, and industrial, municipal, and agricultural waste discharged into water.

The Safe Drinking Water Act
Public Law 93-523, as amended; 42 USC 300f.

Sanitary Sewer
The system of pipes and conveyances that transport sewage and other wastewaters to a wastewater treatment facility.

Waters of the State of Georgia
Surface and ground water that is not completely confined.  

Waters of the United States:

    a.  All waters which are intrastate lakes, rivers, streams (including intermittent streams), mudflats, sandflats, wetlands, sloughs, prairie potholes, wet meadows, playa lakes, or natural ponds, including any such waters which are or could be used for recreation or other purposes; from which fish are or could be taken; or which are or could be used for industrial purposes by industries.

    b.  All impoundments or waters otherwise defined as waters of the United States.

    c.  Tributaries of waters identified in paragraphs a and b of this definition.

    d.  Wetlands adjacent to waters identified in paragraphs a through c of this definition.

Wetlands
Those areas that are inundated or saturated by surface or groundwater at a frequency and duration sufficient to support, and that under normal conditions do support, a prevalence of vegetation typically adapted for life in saturated soil conditions.  Wetlands determination is a complex legal issue which is ultimately determined on a case-specific basis by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  
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
