MEMORANDUM OF INSTRUCTION

SUBJECT:  PMI/M-16 Rifle

1. PURPOSE:  The purpose of this training plan is to outline the requirements for the  

      Execution of the M-16 qualification range to be conducted on 30 October 00.

2. TRAINING OBJECTIVE: The training objective is to complete safe and comprehensive familiarization and qualify individuals within the company on the M-16 A1 or A2.  

3. PRIMARY REFERENCES:  
4. EXECUTION:

A. CONCEPT OF TRAINING

1.  At 0615, 30 October 2000, all personnel required to qualify will report to the Company for an accountability formation.  Vehicles will depart the company area NLT 0710 hours.

2. The advance party will depart for the range at 0645 hours.  (      ).  The advance party is responsible for setting up range operations.

3. Upon arrival at the range all solders will fallout into Classroom 1, to receive range/safety briefing. Upon completion of the briefing, soldiers will be broken down into firing orders.

4. The first firing order will move as a unit to familiarize with their weapons.  All soldiers' identified as having potential problems qualifying will be placed in the second firing order to allow time for PMI training (conducted by SSG JONES).

5. Upon completion of familiarization, the qualification range will commence.

6. Upon completion of the qualification range, all personnel will begin weapon cleaning, on site.  SSG HILL will ensure that sufficient weapon cleaning items are available for use. 

7. The range will be policed on completion of each firing order.

B. COORDINATING INSTRUCTIONS:

1. SSG SMITH will ensure that a detailed list of all firers for the M-16 range is given to the OIC prior to the start of the range.

2. Uniform common to all:  BDUs, Kevlar, Ruck Sack with Wet Weather Gear, cold Weather Gear (as appropriate), LCE IAW SOP, ear plugs, pen and/or pencils and assigned weapon

3.  No POV's are authorized on the range .

-The PMO Van will remain on site at the range at all times to be used as an ambulance.  Mark the vehicle on both sides with red crosses and configure it to comfortably transport a wounded person.  Crosses are available from Range Control.  The combat lifesaver will remain present at all times.
