STANDARD OPERATION PROCEDURES OF OPEN SKIES TREATY SKIESPRIVATE 

1. General:                                                          

a. The United States and several other countries have entered into a treaty allowing countries to conduct short notice overflights of areas in the United States.

b. These overflights requests are received and approved by HQDA staff. The installation will be notified by TRADOC of a scheduled overflight. Notification is normally received by E-Mail. 

2. Once received messages are normally concise and reflect area(s) to be involved in overflight and dates/times and instructions for actions required of the effected installation(s). Normally TRADOC will require acknowledgment of receipt of the message either by e-mail or phone at DSN 680-2256. 

3. Should Fort Gordon be involved in an overflight following actions are to taken locally. 

a. Notify the Fort Gordon Command group and tenant units. All sentive operations should be discontinued during scheduled overflight. Installation/tenant units do not have authority to deny overflight request.  

   b. Contact Bush Field FAA and have Fort Gordon airspace cleared for overflight.
