
Now that the summer season has come 
to an end, so has our summer vegetable 
gardens. But the winds of fall bring the 
opportunity for fall vegetable gardens. 
Here in the south, you are able to grow 
some sort of vegetable year round. 

Here is a list of some vegetables suitable 
for growing in the CSRA during the fall: 

 

Asparagus 

Asparagus should be 
planted in November 
and December. For 
this area Jersey 
Knight, Jersey Giant, 
Purple Passion and 
Mary Washington are 
the best cultivars. 
Note that Asparagus 

does not mature for harvest until its sec-
ond year. 

 

 

Lettuce 

Lettuce should be 
sowed between 
Sept. 1 and Oct.1. 
Romaine, Butter-
crunch, and Butter-
head are some good 
ones to grow. They take about 60-85 
days to mature. 

 

Radishes 

Radishes are fun 
and easy to grow. 
They should be 
planted between 
September and No-
vember. It takes 21
-28 days before 
reaching maturity. 

 

 

 

 

Spinach 

Spinach should be 
planted late Septem-
ber to early Novem-
ber. It will be ready 
for the picking in 37-
45 days. 

 

 

 

Turnips 

Turnips can be planted 
September to early 
October and are ready 
for the harvest in 50-
60 days.  

 

 

 

 

Garlic 

Garlic can be planted 
between September 
and mid-November. 
Harvest large bulbs in 
the Spring. 

 

 

Onion 

Planting onion seeds 
in September to Octo-
ber will yield a Spring 
harvest.

Fall is in the air and so is the smell of fresh brewed coffee in 
the morning. Millions of Americans, like myself, start their 
day with this liquid awakening every morning. How often do 
we stop and think if our coffee is eco friendly or not?  My 
guess is we aren't awake enough to even go there. 

The United States alone ranks at the top of the list as the 
nation that consumes the most coffee worldwide! 400 mil-
lion cups a day are consumed by 52 percent of the over-
eighteen population. Coffee is the second in line as the most 

heavily traded legal commodity in the world after oil. And 
believe it or not, it cost more per gallon retail than gasoline.  

There are a few questions to ask yourself the next time you 
go to purchase this “black gold”: 

1. Organic or not? Opting for pesticide-free grown coffee 
is always best for you and the environment. 

2. Shade-grown–Coffee that is grown in the shade be-
neath the forest canopy, rather than sun grown, which 
involves wiping out a forest and its ecosystem, is much 
better for the environment. Bird habitats aren't de-
stroyed and the shade prevents less weeds and less 
need for pesticides. 

3. Is it Fair Trade? Purchasing Fair trade coffee insures 
that child laborers were NOT used, fair wages given to 
the farmers, and limited use of pesticides. Starbucks 

and Nestle use certified fair trade coffee. 

4. Is it home brewed? Making your own coffee elimi-
nate the use for Styrofoam cups and them being 
tossed in the landfills. It can take hundreds of years 
for them to decompose. Plus you can reuse the cof-

fee grounds as fertilizer. 

  

Ways to Reuse Coffee grounds and Coffee cans 

 Coffee grounds can be used as fertilizer for acid loving 

plants 

 Mixed with an egg white, coffee grounds make a great 

homemade skin tightening mask. 

 Reuse cans for storage in the garage for nuts, bolts and 

other small ,loose items 

 Simple dehumidifier– fill it with salt and place in your 

basement to absorb the moisture. Replace salt every 

month or as needed 

 Coffee cans are great to put paint thinner in to clean 

your paint brushes. 

 Make a simple lawn seeder by punching holes in the bot-

tom, like a shaker, and place the lid on the top. Place 

seeds inside, then shake things up a bit for small plant-

ing area. 

 Reuse coffee cans to make a Campfire crock pot. Simply 

place veggies in the bottom and meats on top. Cover 

with tin foil then place on the grill for a tasty meal.

Winterizing Small Engines  

 

Summer has come to an end and so has a lot of grass 

mowing for awhile, but don’t neglect the care of your lawn 

equipment as it “sleeps” for the winter. There are mainte-

nance steps that need to be taken in order to preserve the 

efficiency of your lawn equipment for use the next spring/

summer season. You definitely want your lawn equipment 

to “rise from the dead”. For small gasoline engines, there 

are two main steps to take in 

the winterizing process: 

 

1. Drain the tank of ex-

cess fuel. ( check 

owner’s manual for more 

details). Make sure it is 

collected in a clean, ap-

proved storage container. 

The excess gas can then 

be put in your car. 

2. Adding a fuel stabilizer is the 

next option if the fuel can not be 

easily removed. Fill it full with 

stabilizer to minimize air space. 

Let the engine run for 5 minutes 

to make sure it gets in the carbu-

retor. 

 

 

Why should you winterize these small engines? Well, leav-

ing gasoline in engine tanks for extended periods of time 

can lead to the formation of gums and deposits. The fuel 

begins to degrade over time, and reacts with the air and 

moisture that can cause these build ups which plugs the 

fuel system. It is not recommended to leave fuel inactive 

in tanks for periods longer than one to two months.  

  

 

Additional steps to take: 

 Change the oil 

 Clean the air filters or replace if needed 

 Replace old spark plugs and add a half ounce of oil into 

the spark plug port 

 Clean mower decks off and other 

debris from lawn equipment before 

storage  

 

 

 

 

Garden Tool Care and Storage for the Winter 

 

The first step to take when getting 

ready to store your garden tools for 

the winter time is to make sure they 

are cleaned off. Use a wire brush to 

help remove any dirt, rinse, then dry 

thoroughly.  

 

 

Next you can remove any rust stains 

with sandpaper or steel wool, and use 

vegetable oil to coat any metal. For 

wood handles, apply  linseed oil or 

paste wax lightly to help prevent 

cracking or splitting. For hand tools, 

clean and oil as well. 

 

 

Hang rakes, shovels, and 

other tools in an easy to get 

to area.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Water hoses should be brought 

in from the weather and make 

sure the water has drained from 

them completely. Repair leaky 

hoses inexpensively and timely 

with hose repair kits found at 

local gardening and hardware 

stores, or simply recycle the 

hoses for other uses.  

 

 

Taking these extra steps every season will help to ensure 

that your lawn and garden equipment and tools will be ready 

to handle a new season.
